Making use of pyrolitic stoves  to activate the desiccation plant to produce coconut virgin oil our project promotes the use of a clean technology according to the so called Clean Development Mechanism (CDM) of the Kyoto Protocol. 
Although the  plantations which will provide coconuts to BrazCoNut  are located not too far from the coast, where electric energy supply is already present, this environmental-friendly choice  might be of some use to the people  living in  more  remote inland parts of the country. Energy poverty

The Kyoto Protocol of the clause 12 foresees flexible mechanisms and it's called "clean development mechanism" (CDM) for the reduction of insertions.
The countries that go beyond the amount of emissions that they were assigned can obtain credits from projects that bring benefits to the environment and at the same time promote the diffusion of clean technologies in the developing countries. The most enforced projects concern  the exploitation of renewable sources, the production of electricity from agricultural wastes, the use of methane of landfill and energetic improvements in industrial plants and of electric production. 
CDM: the Kyoto Protocol provides for the use of tools that - in order to stimulate positive processes of sustainable development at a global level - allow you to make investments for the transfer of clean technologies or otherwise to reduce emissions in developing countries
The availability of energy is essential for poverty reduction as it is essential to meet the basic human needs such as power supply, water supply, sanitation, lighting, heating, education. Energy poverty is a condition of extreme poverty since it jeopardizes the very existence of individuals not allowing you to keep active life processes (basal metabolism). It is estimated that about a quarter of the world population does not have access to forms of "modern" energy. The first indicator of energy poverty is given by access to the electricity grid. Currently, in the world, about 1.6 billion people do not have a supply of electricity, and many of this still live in so-called least developed countries.
The domestic pollution, due to the utilization of biomas, has more serious health consequences, particularly for those most vulnerable: women, elderly and children. It is estimated that diseases caused by pulmonary pathologies produce about 1.5 million deaths Anno16. The lack of available energy preclude health care, transport of injured and sick, the provision of health services, the distribution of drugs and medical diagnostics, communications, education and satisfaction of many other needs daily, feeding the perpetuation of a state of poverty and underdevelopment. Not least, the territories affected by intensive use of biomass suffer a condition sovrasfrutment of environmental resources.
