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EQUALITY RULES

Since, in our society,  there are prejudices regarding the activities performed by girls/ women on the one hand, and men/ boys on the other hand, we could get rid of the apanage or monopoly upon a certain type of activity intended for boys or girls, by making things together based on a set of rules aimed at promoting equality.
Equality at school:

8. We approach sincerely and directly the unpleasant subjects, be they caused by a boy oe girl, without accusing.
9. If a classmate encounters a problem, we will all do our best to help him or her.
10. Students are shown the same expectations , rights and responsabilities.

Equality at home:

1.We sit at table at the same time, helping parents with laying and serving meals.

2If you are a boy you perform a daily activity with your mother, if a girl with your father.
3.Each child tidies his/ her own room.
4. We all live in the same house with are all responsible to take care of it.
5. Take responsibility with a house chore: watering flowers, dusting the furniture, laying table,etc.
6. Cooperate with parents in the house and family problems, responsibly, coming with solutions.
7. When somebody talks to you, show empathy – focus not only on what you are told, but also on what you want to answer and mainly on your emotions and feelings transmited.
8. Learn to look after of yourself: do your homework on your own, prepare your schoolbag, your school clothes, breakfast or  snack.
9.. Help your parents with the chores.
10. Help with making the shopping list.
