WORKING SCHEDULE
 

The project is aimed at raising the awareness of students about the important role of environmental protection. It will explain the possible climate change and its impact on biodiversity .For this purpose will be used useful and accessible examples from their environment. The activity of searching for information and changing to more responsible and wisely behavior will be encouraged.
