Aims

Our 6 schools, from 5 european islands – France (Porquerolles), Ireland, Spain (Ibiza), Cyprus and Portugal (Azores)-  are geographically diverse and widespread all over Europe,  we encompass and reflect a variety of traditions and cultures which join together to make the European Union. Our schools operate in a variety of contexts and settings.
The main project idea was to identify Euro islands that could come together and create a project that would complement our learning, provide opportunity for our teachers to up-skill but also to create a unified action in response to the 'Epson 2013 Programme- The Development of the Islands – European Islands and Cohesion Policy (EUROISLANDS) Interim Report Version 3' sets out some challenges facing our euro island nations. (extract from report)-
'..areas which are not attractive for the establishment of competitive economic activities and/or keeping population their socio-economic base will shrink along with their overall viability, and therefore they will diverge from EU and national goals for sustainable development, economic, social and territorial cohesion. External or internal socio-economic and environmental parameters can be blamed. Many European islands are such areas, not attractive for economic activities and/or residence. '
The three priority targets are key in the  development of our schools education of students :
1. Innovative & Open Education through ICT
2. Supporting schools tackle learner disadvantage and early school leaving  
3. The use of more innovative teaching practices through an integrated curricular approach to studying our islands, via ICT media, develops pupils' and teachers' social, civic and inter-cultural competences.
Work Process

 First step -  create a student's fact file with personal information ( creating a collaborative presentation )

- Second step- Local information - Webquizz
- Cities and towns (places in the city, shops, giving directions);
- Our ideal school (describing places, school, School life and routines);
- Our ideal house (furniture, types of houses, rooms, ...).
Third step - introduction of Mascots - Country display prepared by pupils – mascots presentation
Pocket films (3 min max.) created by pupils presenting their country educational system, school, classes, teachers and pupils
using  Ipad and Imovie
to be presented in mob 2
Fourth step - Island Education system - our schools - Island Civilisation - current and historical
School pocket films presentation on display, slideshow with photos, drawings and text, and also a display to be presented on Mob 3.
Fifth step- Island Civilisation presentation - digital History Book to be presented in mob 4.  Weather Reports with Map - one report for each season , to be presented in mob 5.
Sixth step- Weather reports presentation - Island Flora & Fauna. Visual Art 3D Art (presenting each island flora and fauna in a 3D artistic display) to be presented on mob 6.
Seventh step- Visual arts presentation - Island Living - Food & Entertainment. Exhibition of Entertainment (*to include a maths survey of pupils pastimes and leisure activities ) and of a digital cookbook of traditional recipes to be presented in mob 7.
Eighth step - Entertainment exhibition / digital cookbook presentation. Island Tradition and Folklore. pupils acting out the various traditions and customs practiced on the island will be shared through a DVD. 
Ninth step -  In each school - Erasmus Folder Fair - Presentation of pupils Erasmus Learning Folders presented and samples shared on Etwinning (twinspace). Pupils will prepare and exhibit samples of their folder.
Teachers will joined an Erasmus Teacher Folder fair via Skype to show and explain to each others their folder.
 Project evaluation
The quality of the project's activities will be monitored and evaluated by the International coordinators of each school . These will be evaluated against a quality checklist drawn up prior during the first transnational meeting in France.
The discussions of the monitoring and evaluating will be minuted within every meeting by a designated staff member who shall take responsibility for the minutes of that meeting. Minutes will be shared with each school  and any issues arising will be placed in the agenda for the next meeting. Any serious disputes can be raised with individual International coordinators and dealt with as appropriate in a timely manner.
The co-ordinating school will chair each meeting.
Agendas will be sent to all partner schools at least one week prior to planned meetings. All partners can suggest items for the agenda which must be submitted at least two weeks prior to each meeting. The aims of the project will be revisited and evaluated at each meeting.
Minutes will be taken and disseminated by one partner at all meetings throughout the project.
Evaluations will also be undertaken after each meeting.
The baseline and final evaluation for pupils and staff will aid the understanding of the progress and achievement of the project against the quality checks.
The international coordinator in each partner school will ensure evaluation results are shared and will form part of the interim reports and final evaluation report for each national agency and the European Shared Treasure website (or as it will now be known)
