How do they transport from their countries. 
*Countries in Africa, Europe and Asia have many land borders. This means that people can walk or drive to a neighbouring country. Most of the time they travel on foot because they do not have other means of transportation.
Sometimes borders are made by rivers or mountains ranges. Rivers or seas that often create a natural border. To cross them refugees use boats.In many places throughout the world people are able to cross a border without help from anyone else, sometimes even without documentation (such as a passport). In some places people need help with transport to cross borders
Who helps them and whats the price to pay. Where does the money go? *Ιn Turkey's port cities, all kinds of shops — even shoe stores and grocery stores— now sell nautical gear, including life vests and plastic holders to protect mobile phones and documents at sea. But even the human smugglers in Turkey, a popular launching spot, dismissed the idea that they were taking advantage of suffering people
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
