1.Houses of Safranbolu- Karabük City

Having been dominated by the Turks since the beginning of the 14th century, Safranbolu became an important center of trade between Asia and Europe, especially in the 18th century. An unspoiled example of Turkish urban history, this city is located in the UNESCO World Heritage List as one of the rare cities declared on the whole with its traditional cityscape, wooden masonry houses and monumental structures.
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2. Divriği Grand Mosque- Sivas City

The earliest settlement in and around Divrigi is down to the Hittite Period. The area was built by Ahmet Şah and his wife Turan Melek in the period of 1228-1229 with the mosque under the rule of Mengücekoğullarının. This masterpiece of Islamic architecture consists of a mosque with two domed tombs and a hospital adjacent to it. In addition to its architectural features, the constructions take place in the UNESCO World Heritage List with examples of rich Anatolian traditional stone workmanship.
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3. Sümela  Monaster-Trabzon City
The monastery complex which integrates with the natural structure on the steep slopes of the Altındere Valley; It is among the candidates to be recommended to the UNESCO World Heritage List as a unique structure in terms of design, materials, architecture and workmanship.
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4. Kibyra Ancient City- Burdur City

Kibyra, along with urban planning and constructions, offers a good example of a Romanized eastern city with a strongly supported army and a justice system supported by various industries. Odeon's orchestral section hosts a unique Medusa mosaic around the world.
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5. Edirne Selimiye Mosque and Kulliye- Edirne City
Selimiye Mosque and Kulliyesi, the most important monumental work of Edirne, the capital of the Ottoman Empire before the conquest of Istanbul and crowning the silhouette of the city, Sultan II. It was built in the name of Selim. Mosque and Kulliye, the most magnificent works of the period and later times with its technical excellence, dimensions and aesthetic values, is considered to be one of the most magnificent examples of architectural art and a masterpiece of man's creative genius, most important of Ottoman architects.
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6. Troy Ancient City- Çanakkale City
Troy is one of the most famous ancient cities in the world. The 9 layers seen in Troy show uninterrupted time more than 3000 years and provide the civilization that is settled in this unique geography where Anatolia, Aegean and Balkans meet. The earliest settlement floor in Troy BC The Early Bronze Age is dated to 3000-2500, then the Troy layers, which were constantly inhabited, 85 - M.S. It ends with the Roman period dated to the 8th century. Because of its geographical location, Troy has always played a very important role in terms of commercial and cultural connections with other regions of the civilizations ruling here. Troy also serves as a reference for other archaeological sites in Europe and the Aegean, with the uninterrupted stratification he has shown. The excavations are still being carried out in this magnificent archaeological city first excavated by Heinrich Schliemann in 1871, later by W. Dörpfeld, C. W Blegen.
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7. Ani Archaeological Site- Kars City
Kars Central District within the boundaries of Ani archaeological site on the border of Turkey and Armenia, the 16th century until the early settlements, Iron Age continuous, medieval urbanism, call for the rich in architecture and art, and may be a combination of diversity Multicultural Silk Road where they occur.

The settlement, which started in the 4th century in İçkale, is important in terms of documenting the first example of transition from a closed city model to an open city model. The settlement's settlement on the busy trade axis led to its development as a multicultural trade center, making the city a meeting point for the Armenian, Georgian, Byzantine and Seljuk cultures.

The architectural design ideas, construction materials and techniques and decoration details resulting from this mutual cultural interaction were created to create the unique architectural language of Ani spreading all over Anatolia and the Caucasus, and the original architectural works.

With these characteristics, the Ani Archaeological Site was registered in the UNESCO World Heritage List in 2016.
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
