Previous knowledge:

        -in math lesson students have learned that 1 liter is 1000 milliliters. 
How many milliliters are there in 1,5 liter?
One spoonful of sugar weighs 8 grams
Activity:
Calculate how much sugar has been added to 1,5 liter soda drinks!
-Coca Cola - 100 ml is 10.6 grams or about 11 grams
-Limonade- 100 ml is 9,2 grams or about 9 grams
-Jaffa- 100 mil is 9,1 grams or about 9 grams
