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Short-History





The state of Rhineland-Palatinate was founded shortly after the Second World War on 30 August 1946.


It was formed mainly from the southern part of the Prussian Rhine Province.


The Joint German-Luxembourg Sovereign Region is the only unincorporated area of the state of Rhineland-Palatinate,


this area is formed by the rivers  Moselle, Sauer, and Our, where they run along the border between Luxembourg and Rhineland-Palatinate.





Since the time of the Romans, over 2000 years of turbulent times have left their mark. With an order of the French occupying power and a subsequent plebiscite on 18 May 1947, the new Rhineland-Palatinate was created from formerly Prussian, Hessian and Bavarian parts. The political order as well as the economic and social life are embedded in the federal German and pan-European order.

Rhineland-Palatinate has about 4 million inhabitants. The capital of the federal state of Rhineland-Palatinate is Mainz. The city is located on the river Rhine and has 213,528 inhabitants. (31.12.2016)

Rhineland Palatinate borders neighboring countries: North Rhine-Westphalia, Hesse, Baden-Württemberg, Saarland and neighboring states: France, Luxembourg and Belgium.

Koblenz, Trier, Kaiserslautern,


Worms, Neuwied and Neustadt at the Weinstraße.

Culture

The Porta Nigra (Latin for Black Gate) is a former Roman city gate and the most famous landmark of Trier.
