Icons of Glass

A unique form of Romanian folk art is Glass Icons Painting. It is a centuries old tradition with its early origins in Transylvania. Students are taught to paint icons

on the reverse or underside of the glass from a young age. Thus the tradition is passed down from one generation to the next.

During the same workshop, they painted icons on glass, symbol of faith and religious tradition, under the guidance of the same artist, icons which, in the end, they took home. They found out how difficult this art is, how much effort it involves but, at the same time, they were very pleased with the result. In the process of making icons on glass they used special water colours,  gold foil and silver foil which gave their work a special touch. When painting a glass icon, students use a special naive drawing of an old icon known as "izvod". They place the drawing under the piece of glass and copy it with black ink. Then the icon is painted in colours and gold leaf is applied on the halo around the saints' heads. The saints' names are written in the archaic Romanian alphabet. 
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
