I divided the class in four groups randomly. I chose a science unit and I distributed 1 point of the unit for each group. They had to prepare the explication of that part of the unit using posters made by theirselves, the blackboard, the smartboard... They had two sessions for this. The third session they had to explain it to the rest of the class, and I helped them if they forgot something important. . One kid didn’t want to work with the members of their group and didn’t want to participate, so his part of the unit wasn’t explained After all, in other session I reviewed the whole unit and resolved doubts.
Although I had explained his point, in the written test most pupils didn’t answer the question referred to the point the child hadn’t explained. And of course, they perfectly answered the question about their own point.

Some pupils immediately took the organizer role and distributed the different task they had to: underline the text, draw the pictures...

If they heard the explanation from their own classmates the better they learned, because they are more motivates and involved in the teaching-learning process.

We worked social skills as well, because each pupil had a different role and is valued for their best skills: the better organizing, drawing, talking. They also practised speaking in public.

I repeated this technique in other units, this way of introducing and explaining some science units.

And when I had explained divisions of 2 digits in many different ways, and some pupils still didn’t understand, other pupils explained it to them and it went better.
