is not more so appropriate 

because "Civitavecchia" means a 

very old city but it was heavly 

bombed during the second 

world war so that it was total 

rebuilt. But the name comes from the 

origin of the city that are very 

very old,and the most important

period begun when the emperor 

Trajan, in the  I century, chose 

the city as the new harbour  of 

Rome. 



Today all the beautiful things, 

like the theatre for example 

are called " Trajan"  because 

you can imagine how graceful 

the people are to the emperor, 

because you can also imagine 

how many people worked for 

this harbour. 



The harbour was always very 

important for the development 

of the city; today we have only 

one very important  monument 

the fortress "Michelangelo" 

from the name of Michelangelo 

Buonarroti. He realized the 

project, but Donato Bramante 

built it. 

The fortress is the simbol of the 

city since  500 years, and today is 

not more used as a residence like 

in the past, but only for events. 



normally is not possible to visit it, 

except one day a year: 

 Michelangelo chose this point of the 

city because under the courtyard of 

the fortress there was the house 

where our Saint Patron Fermina 

lived. 

 She lived in the  third century, during the persecution against 

Christians; she was born in the city of Amelia, 

50 Km away, in a very rich family, and when she was 14, her father 

wanted to give she to a men to make an alleance, but she refused 

because she wanted to stay virgin, so she left the house and she 

arrived in Civitavecchia. She was very loved by the people of the city 

in particular by fishers because she made a lot of wonders for them. 

But one day she was found by her father and was blinded and burned 

still alive. 

The date of her death 
was on 28th of April, 

and this is because we 
celebrate her still 

today on this day 



In my city there are a lot of 

other beautiful things, like 

the  monument of the goddess 

Minerva,dedicated to 

soldiers fallen during the 

Second world War. 

Another particular is the 

church next to this monument, 

which is the first in the world 

dedicated to the Immacolate 

Conception of Mary.. 



And this is our school, Liceo "Padre Alberto 

Guglielmotti", which is divided into classical high 

school, where we study Greek and Latin, and in 

pedagogy high school where we study psychology. 

But in general we study humanistic disciplines.
