The Grumpelsuppe is also called Indian summer soup or monster soup for children. It was Friedrich Schiller's favorite dish. Quick and easy to prepare and it tastes great. Be inspired by the Grümpelsuppe

like Schiller once.
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Ingredients:

1 kg pork (on the bone)

4 eggs

500 grams of flour

Approx. 300 grams of soup vegetables, depending on your taste, soup greens (carrots, leeks, parsley, celery, parsley root and turnip).

Preparation:

Boil the pork with water until you get a delicious broth. Now take the pork out of the pot, loosen the meat from the bone and divide it into small pieces in a form of cubes. Now put the meat back in the broth. Add an egg and about 300 grams of soup vegetables.

Let it simmer until the soup vegetables are cooked through.

For the Grümpel, put 300 grams of flour, 3 eggs and water with a little salt in a bowl. Knead the dough well and add small portions (never larger than a cherry) to the soup.

When the crumbs swim upstairs, the soup is ready.
