	Summary of difficulties including specific needs, barriers to learning and adaptations to curriculum:

The pupil is affected by a mild cognitive delay; he/she has difficulties in calculating and memorizing the multiplication tables. He/she is not able to manage money by his/herself, e.g. the concept of “change” and how to handle it.


	TEACHING AND LEARNING STRATEGIES USED 

	· PEER TUTORING: a talented peer helps him/her with the activities or work in pairs, providing him/her additional directions so as to improve his/her scaffolding process;

· GRUOP WORK focusing on a project work in which the talented pupils help the weaker ones. The pupil with difficulties feels at ease and may cooperate and cope with peers, giving his/her own contribution to solve an actual problem connected to an everyday life situation;
· GAMES in pairs: crosswords with numbers or mathematical expressions, pyramids and so on (See attached).

	Impact on pupil´s learning/school:
