Method:       Drama
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		Material: You might need costumes, props (toys etc), 



		Age group: 10- adult



		Aim: 



		- express your standpoint through a short one act play (4, 5 minutes) 

		- practise group cooperation  

		- learn how to convey a message to your audience using art



		How to: 



		- figure out what point you want your play to make. Is it a statement for or against something?

		- brainstorm on characteristics of a good one act play 

		- consider your target group 

		- brainstorm on  ideas for the short drama (plot, characters, development, goal resolution, construction etc)

		- consider what kind of characters would particular members of the group feel comfortable as

		- think what costumes or props are available to you

		- write the script

		- act it out and record it

		- watch the recording and see if anything could be improved (the dialogue, pace, action, climax, ending)

		- continue rehearsing, ask a teacher or students from other groups to watch you act to make sure you get the message across 

		- think of a title for your short one act play
