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Tuna River

The Danube is the river formed by the confluence of the Brigach and Breg rivers in the town of Donaueschingen in the Black Forest region of southern Germany. The Danube river basin is Europe's second largest river basin after the Volga River, with a total area of 801,463 km2. The river flows through 10 countries and flows into the Black Sea. The Danube river basin is shared by more than 80 million people from 19 countries, making it the world's most international river basin. It is possible to sail in the river for 2,411 km from the Danube delta to the upstream of the river, which corresponds to 87% of the total length of the river.
