PART ONE — PRODUCT PRODUCTION

Phase 1. Organization: divide into groups

Phase 2. Choose a research area.
Each member reads a migrant story or the presentation of the economic
situation of the reception country

Sample pages: The USA, Francesca Cabrini, Damaso Seneghini

Sample questions:
e Page 1 (USA Introduction)
Where did the Italian immigrants first arrive?
How many immigrants had arrived by 1929?
Why did most of them leave Italy?
How did the USA government react to the immigrant flow?
What was the immigrants’ social condition?

e Page 2 (Francesca Cabrini)
Who was Francesca Cabrini?
What was her occupation in Italy?
Why did she move to the Usa?
What did she do there? What was her aim?
What happened thirty years after her death?

e Page 3 (Damaso Seneghini)
Who was Damaso Seneghini?
When was he born?
Why did he decide to go to America?
Who did he go with?
What procedure was followed on his arrival?
