Finding your way around the market of Financial products and searching the most beneficial targets for your life goals
TOPIC

To know how a bank works to create and finance a new business for young people 

	Subtopics
a) to understand the operations of a bank

b) to recognize the main banking products and services 

c) to know the most relevant financial instruments, and how young people can orient themselves in this panorama to create a business

	Description of the activities


	Sub-goal

a) to understand the operations of a bank

Task 1. Introduction- guess the key word(10 minutes- 12 years old)
We arrange the room for group work! Tables and chairs for 4-5 people should be placed so that the students can talk to each other and see the teacher and the board well! 

Have a writing instrument and a few sheets of paper on every desk!

If possible, a teacher's computer or projector can be used.

Required supplies:

• For Task 1 (Keyword), 1 sheet per group containing 5 images.

• For task 2 (Family finances) 1 picture per group (7 in total), depending on the teacher's decision either cut into pictures (as a “puzzle”) and all pictures laid out on a large board, or

projected during the discussion.

• The flowchart of Task 3 (Why and how does the bank account, bank card work?) Drawn in advance on board or wrapping paper, 6 pictures, plasticine glue or magnet.

• For Task 4 (That Mysterious Bank Account…) worksheet for each student.

• Banknote and bank card templates for task 5 (Which one should I choose?) (1-1 per student).

Decipher words based on pictures

The teacher distributes the sheet to each group that contains the pictures. T tells that the first task is to name what is shown in the pictures. Also write down the words.

Task: Find a term that makes sense when placed in front of all the words you describe

Of course, search the financial world!

Give help if needed - e.g. say words on this topic: interest, deposit, money…

If you have a solution, have someone say it and then read the words!

Task 2- Cash and bank account money management (group work)

Each group is given a picture of financial activity. A total of 7 images are available if

there are not so many groups, a group can get multiple pictures.

If time allows, they can get the pictures cut into a few pieces, and the first task is to put them together.

Project the pictures in the meantime or stick them on the board while the groups are working so that everyone can see each picture well during the discussion!

Task: Discuss what is in the picture! You can solve the financial task shown in the picture

anyway? (What are the advantages and disadvantages of the solution shown in the picture?)

Introduce it to others! What do you think of it? (They have about 2-3 minutes to discuss the answers. It is a good idea to choose a spokesperson for each group.)

The pictures show the following:

• sending a postal yellow check

• ATM withdrawal

• POS card payment (PayPass),

• bushing

• cash purchases

• card shopping

• online shopping

Let's listen to the short response of the spokespersons, let's look at all 7 pictures together!

Task (frontal): Group the images according to which of them represents modern and which

traditional money management!
As a result of the grouping, place on the board:

TRADITIONAL

MODERN

Ss have to group the terms:

sending postal check, ATM cash withdrawal,

money box, credit card payment,

cash purchase, credit card PayPass payment,

online shopping.

b)
to recognize the main banking products and services

Task 3- WHY AND HOW DOES THE BANK ACCOUNT, BANK CARD WORK?

- Scheduled time frame: 6 minutes

Flowchart on the operation of the money cycle (frontal and group work)

Teacher: Let’s see what the role of the bank can be in our lives! Can we avoid the bank

contact?

The 6 pictures are taken to the groups by the teacher and drawn by each spokesperson. (If there are fewer groups, then

someone can get more pictures.)

Task 4- THE MYSTERIOUS BANK ACCOUNT… - Scheduled time frame: 13-14 minutes

Study and fill in a simplified bank statement (group and frontal work)

Each student will receive a worksheet with the story of Prince Jonah and a bank statement! 

Task: After reading the story together, have students answer the questions on the worksheet.

If we are short of time, answer questions a, b, c, d with each group, the others

and divide the questions between the groups, and we can leave some questions as homework!

Discuss the answers frontally by listening to the spokespersons for each group.

Task 5- WHICH ONE SHOULD I CHOOSE? - Planned time frame: 2-3 minutes

Choice of cash or bank account (credit card) payment (individual and frontal work)

Put the cash and credit card templates on a table.

Task: After discussing so far, decide for everyone what they would prefer, the cash

payment or bank account and debit card.

Anyone who chooses cash will receive a cash template, those who chose bank card will receive a bank card template. 

c. to know the most relevant financial instruments, and how young people can orient themselves in this panorama to create a business
Task 6: MYSTERY IN THE BANK - Planned time frame: 10 minutes(13, 14 year old students)
Puzzle - money management with cash and in the bank

Decipher the puzzle and put together the banking expressions given by the number sequence based on it!

Each group gets the puzzle and definitions and then draws a series of numbers. If less

group, you can omit one or two less important terms, e.g. the "account money".

They must also interpret the expressions obtained from the number sequence!

TASK 7: TRADITIONALLY OR MODERN - Planned time frame: 5 minutes
Grouping the concepts of cash and account-related money management

Teacher: There are two families living in our street, Modern and Traditional. From their name, even their money management habits

we can guess. What do you think, which of the words just deciphered belongs to Traditional family and which is for the Modern Family? 

Respondents say, and the teacher writes the words on the board in two groups.
Task 8 WHY THIS? - Scheduled time frame: 14 minutes

Debate on cash and account-related money management

Divide the class into two parts, ask the groups to put their chairs together.

Let's expose the two future argumentators to two chairs in the middle.

Teacher: One group represents the Traditional family and the other the Modern family. 

Based on the arguments gathered in the group, the spokesperson explains why the type of money management activity (cash or account) is important. What are the benefits? 
The two groups can collect the arguments for 3 minutes, they can also write to themselves if they feel the need.

After collecting the arguments, one representative elected by each of the two groups sits down and speaks for 2-2 minutes.

If time allows, they can still sit back to collect arguments (can be 2 minutes and 1-1 minutes of speech).


	Test and assessment

Task 1
Teacher's questions: What do you think we are dealing with today? (With bank, money)

Talk to the kids about the bank for 1-2 minutes. For example: Have any of you ever been to the bank? Who were you there with? What do bank employees do? You think everything will a person have to deal with the bank during his life? Why? Who does not have, how do you manage your purchases?

Task 2

Teacher questions (They can also be asked after the answers of the spokespersons or during the grouping.): What is the difference between PayPass and non-contact card payments? What is a PIN? How does the money go to the bank card?

Do you know about online shopping? What can you buy online? What do you think about it?
Do you know how the money goes to the bank account?
Task 3
Task: Look at your pictures and find their place in the picture! What could be the first? The applicant will take it out and, if good, put it in the first place, and then the other pictures will be put in place all the time.

Task: Is there a student who would come out and summarize the process? (If there is no volunteer, then frontal discussion led by the teacher.)

Task 4

During the discussion, if necessary, we can further clarify the following:

• What will appear on the prince's April bank account as the opening balance? (The March closing balance, ie 30,000 long.)

• What is a bank statement good for? (The bank statement helps you to track and control our money movements.

In case of using cash, we can make a similar list for ourselves, e.g. household diary.)

Task 5
Teacher Summary: Everyone elevate the template they choose. If the difference is clear,then we do not count, we just tell the result. If not, we will announce which one is more with a quick calculation. If we have enough time, we can also sum up with children.

Task 6
Once they are done, each group will tell what term they got and what it means. The teacher at the blackboard writes the deciphered words.

Task 7
• one assistant teacher can write the grouping on the board while the main teacher leads the answers.

Board image (grouping):

Traditional family: cash, check payment

Modern family: bank account, account money, bank transfer, bank card

Task 8
The teacher writes the arguments on the board.

• can help groups gather arguments,

• lead the discussion or write on the board grouping the arguments in cash or bank account in addition to money management methods
