Description of the activities 
 Personal budget:

Students are participating in brainstorming activity on achieving financial goals. The quesion asked is: If you are thinking of buying a new mobile phone or planning a trip how are you going to a achieve that goal?

Financial goal – to be achievable the goal must be: realistic, possible, time specific..
Based on an example (buying a tablet) students get a task to form one financial aim in each group and specify it in 5 categories: 

Specific( what?), 

measure (how much?),

possible (monthly save?), 

realistic (is it possible to save that much in the given time?), 

time specific (in what time?)

Family budget: 
Students are presented a table with income and expenditure list of an average Croatian family. In the example they can see that income exceeds expenses – cash surplus.
Their task is to create a similar monthly report based on an average salary in Croatia, and see if there is any cash surplus.

In the end students compate the lists of family and personal budget and check the similarities and differences.

After discussing the results the unit is revised through Kahoot Quiz on financial vocabulary.

Subject: English 
During the activity the new or unknown financial/economic terms were clarified and defined: …income, expenditure, savings, fixed expenses, variable expenses, budget………
The Dictionary will be compiled with these terms whose definition is in mother tongue and in English.
