Description of the activities 
The students have the task of tracking their income and costs throughout the week and writing down all the money they earned and spent.

Each student individually analyzes their expenses and present to the rest of the class in the form of presentations, charts or posters. Based on that, each student describes "What kind of person am I?".

The students are divided into 4 groups and have a task to write down their actual needs and desires in the table. 

How are their needs and desires different?
How do needs impact spending money and making financial decisions? How does desire affect spending money and making financial decisions?

They also fill out a table with a list of past, present and future desires. Why are they just their desires? Have the wishes changed over the years?

Subject: Economic business
Description of the activities
The students were given the task of compiling a survey of 15 questions related to the savings they themselves met. The survey is also conducted in 2 classes and the data is  analyzed at the next hour. The students are divided into 3 groups and each group analyzed 5 different questionnaires from the survey. Are the students familiar with the concept of savings? Do you save yourself? What are the reasons for saving? How to save money?
