C1 Activities in Mobility Tool

The Spanish students introduce the topic A4F impressively witha drama performance. Partner Schools do a PPP/+video presentation and present their own school, its school community and the hometown (presenting). The school representatives of the Spanish school and the principal and the coordinator of the coordinationg school (German school) deliver kick-off speeches.

The Croatian pupil who won the international logo competition was interviewed on the creation of the logo. This video with the interview is shown. The artist explains the thoughts and techniques of the piece of art. 

The Website groups for the project of each partner school work on the website and the instagram channel.

Traditional sport games of each partner school are explained by the students and played in the school yard.

The German pupils give a PPP presentation to introduce the topic of A4F. Sustainability is defined and links of the various dimensions and environmental and social consequences shown.

Swedish pupils lead the survey among the European pupils on the topic "Sustainability". A creative presentation of the results is done with coloured footprints of the pupils on a poster marking their use of CO2 within the foot.

German pupils give presentations to show what kind of recycling art is created in the German school.

Impressive pieces of art are created on site. All students of all partner schools work on the art projects. Among others there is "The Scream" by E. Munch and a Velazquez painting showing the excesses of the society. It is done with the use of waste material and transformed into a waste mosaic. 

A workshop is given by the Spanish pupils on how to create an upcycling product using waste material: old waste paper used to create new paper for writing postcard and integrating seeds to be planted outdoors and biodegradable pots. The Palm Tree Grove in Alicante (UNESCO World Heritage) is visited. Traditional art is created by an a local artist in front of the pupils. For this traditional handcraft palm treeleaves are used. A tour of Elche is given.

A contemporary art exhibition is visited and pieces of art explained by the art teachers.

Valencia is visited and a documentary on sea life in the oceans is watched there.

German students present a PPP on the link between food and sustainability. Afterwards pupils visit the local market and buy local and regional foods. Together with the cooking class of the Spanish partner school they cook a Mediterranean lunch. On the paper the students created they write thankful thoughts and their memories of their stay in Elche. The letters are given to the hosting families. All pupils plant the seeds in the paper and the biodegradable pots in the school yard.

C1 Benefits for all participants in Mobility Tool

Teachers and students get to know the Spanish culture. They get to know the Spanish curriculum and life in a Spanish school. They can reflect on their own schools and their own culture. 

All participants reflect on their CO2 footprint and the amount of waste that is procuced. They also see how that waste can be upcycled and learn actively how to do so. They are also taught on how to create pieces of art out of waste material. With the presentations the students enhance their knowledge of English and get  acloser theoretical insight into the topic. They understand and are motivated to cooperate internationally on environmental matters to solve these problems globally.Friendships among nations are created and respect towards and understanding of each other cultures have increased.
