Musical–rhythmic and harmonic
People with a high musical intelligence normally have good pitch and are able to sing, play musical instruments, and compose music. 

Visual–spatial
This area deals with spatial judgment and the ability to visualize with the mind's eye. 

Verbal–linguistic
People with high verbal-linguistic intelligence are typically good at reading, writing, telling stories and memorizing words along with dates.

Logical–mathematical
This area has to do with logic, abstractions, reasoning, numbers and critical thinking.

Bodily–kinaesthetic
People who have high bodily-kinaesthetic intelligence should be generally good at physical activities such as sports, dance, acting, and making things.

Interpersonal
Those with high interpersonal intelligence communicate effectively and empathize easily with others, and may be either leaders or followers. They often enjoy discussion and debate. 

Intrapersonal
This refers to having a deep understanding of the self; what one's strengths or weaknesses are, what makes one unique, being able to predict one's own reactions or emotions.
Naturalistic

This refers to someone who is readily able to recognize flora and fauna, to make other consequential distinctions in the natural world, and to use this ability productively (in hunting, in farming, in biological science.)
