Subject: English

Issues in the core curriculum which cause problems for students:

General requirements (learning objectives):
I. Language skills.
The student uses the core language resources (lexical, grammatical, spelling and phonetic), which allow for the fulfillment of other general requirements for the topics described in the specific requirements.
III. Making statements
The student himself makes short, simple, consistent and logical oral and written statements, as described in the specific requirements.

Specific requirements (content):
I. The student uses the core language resources (lexical, grammatical, spelling and phonetic), enabling the fulfillment of other general requirements.
IV. The student creates short, simple, consistent and logical oral statements.
V. The student creates short, simple, consistent and logical written statements (e.g., note, announcement, invitation, greeting, message, SMS, postcard, email, story, private letter, blog entry):

Diagnosis of the problem:
- Students have problems with mastering the basic grammar needed to create correct statements, understanding them in written and listened texts. The knowledge of grammar tenses, their construction and use are the most difficult part for the students.
- Students have difficulties by creating written and oral speeches, in which they can actively use previously learned vocabulary and grammar. The primary barrier (in addition to lack of vocabulary) is a psychological blockade, where the student is afraid of producing his or her own written and oral statements. The student is afraid of being ridiculous in the classroom, if the statement is not completely grammatically and lexically correct. To solve this problem the peer learning support was essential, where during the project additional classes the stronger students just tried to talk with their weaker classmates. Students with problems in English were much more willing to try speak or write to their peers than to the teacher.

Cooperation with stronger students within the Erasmus+ project “We can do it together”:

- Students working within the Erasmus+ project, providing the help for their weaker classmates, prepared under the guidance of the English teacher a graphical scheme helping with the correct construction of grammar tenses based only on their full name. This scheme was used to transfer their knowledge in this area to their weaker classmates. 

- More proficient students conducted regular conversations with their weaker classmates in English using the flashcards, dialogue cards and sometimes the small support from the teacher.
 
Sample tasks developed with students:

Task: Constructing Grammar Tenses
The students try to find common features typical for each grammar tense and write them next to the part of the name of grammar tenses.

Using this chart the students can create any possible existing grammar tense.

For example, the student writes the name of the time. Next, under each part of the name he writes the features of the tense from the chart. When it is done correctly (one feature under the other one), the student just needs to circle them and connect. Then is quite easy to understand what parts each grammar tense is created from.
