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From the back window of our school we can see a view of the town of Děčín. There is a railway in the centre of the photo.
The trains are making noise, but in the classroom you barely notice. On the left there is a gym. The gym is not part of our school, the gym belongs to a primary school next to us. We have a better one.
On the bottom there is an ugly wall with a written word “element” on it. No one knows why it is there.
What is not in the photo is the car park behind the school. Teachers park their cars here. It is not large, but big enough.
The hospital building doesn't look very nice. On the other hand the kindergarten and its yard are beautiful. Kids usually play with toys there, but today's cold and windy outside so they are probably inside.
The road, or to be more specific, Rieger's Street goes up the hill and ends near the hospital. Many people park their cars there. It's not because they're all lazy, but mostly because in a very old town like Děčín there aren't many car parks. Cars didn't exist back in the past.
Houses in the background are old and beautiful. They were built by Germans who used to live here before the years 1939-1945.
