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Teaching scenario title: ‘El caliche’ in Arts
Creator(s): Eirini Arnaouti (Evangeliki Model School of Smyrna) 

1. Teaching scenario identity
Thematic field: Spanish traditional games in Arts
Thematic Unit: El caliche in Arts
Classes: from A’ class of Secondary School until C’ class of High School
Competence level: Students need to be able to do crafts and to understand the description of the game and the instructions of the craftwork in English (minimum A2+ level of English, according to CEFR 2020)
Profile of target group: Students of a general, vocational or specialized school can participate in this lesson. They may be familiar with this traditional Spanish game or with other traditional games of Spain or with any other European country’s, but this is not a prerequisite.
Teaching scenario aim: Students learn the equipment needed for the traditional game ‘El caliche’ and create their own equipment for it.
Teaching scenario objectives: Students are able to:

- understand the equipment needed for the Spanish traditional game ‘El caliche’.

- think about materials that are similar to the ones originally used.

- create their own equipment for ‘El caliche’. 
Duration: 1 teaching session (45’)
Teacher’s role: Presenter, facilitator and guide
Method of students’ work: teamwork, work in the class plenary
Required materials: PC, video projector, online presentation of ‘El caliche’, a short wooden stick, decorative tapes or decorative printed pictures and transparent plastic cover, jar caps, a coin 
2. Brief description of the teaching scenario
A student familiar with the Spanish traditional game ‘El caliche’ or the teacher, if there is no available student, prepares and makes a presentation about the game, its equipment and the rules of it. Then, students work in teams of four (04) and make brainstorming about the materials they can use to create their own equipment for ‘El caliche’. Then they share their ideas in class. In the following stage, the teacher provides the students with jar caps as well as with decorative tape or with decorative printed pictures and transparent plastic cover, and they work in teams to create their own ‘moneos’ for ‘El caliche’. In the end, a short wooden stick and a coin are added to their handmade ‘moneos’ and they are ready to play ‘El caliche’. 

For a start, these activities serve the objectives of the national curriculum since students are involved in a creative activity that requires the use of their critical thought, therefore these activities put in practice two 21st century skills, those of creativity and critical thought. In addition, the realization of an Arts lesson in the English language serves the objective of interdisciplinarity and the application of the CLIL (Content and Language Integrated Learning) method in education. When it comes to the “Playing Europe” project objectives, this teaching scenario serves the objectives of the familiarization of students with the traditional games of other European countries, it integrates a traditional European (Spanish) game in a subject, that of Arts, and it aims at the use and practice of English as a Foreign Language. Furthermore, since students work in teams and make use of their practical skills, even students with learning difficulties can be equally involved and learn effectively. 
3. Worksheet and its key
‘El caliche’ in Arts
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1. In this lesson you will become familiar with a Spanish traditional game from the area of Murcia called ‘El caliche’. Attend the presentation (https://view.genial.ly/614eda0044ac680dd679cf74/presentation-el-caliche) and then ask any questions you may have about it. (5’)
2. Now work in groups of four (04) and write down your ideas about possible ways to create your own ‘El caliche’ equipment. Then, one per group will present your ideas in class. (10’)
3. In this activity, you will be given jar caps, along with decorative tapes or decorative printed pictures and transparent plastic cover, and you will have to decorate your own ‘moneos’. In the end, you will add a short wooden stick (‘el caliche’) and a coin (‘la moneda’) to your stuff and the whole ‘el caliche’ equipment will be ready! (30’)
‘El caliche’ in Arts - Key
1. Students attend the presentation and ask their questions.

2. Students’ ideas and presentation of them

3. Creation of ‘los moneos’ and gathering of the equipment for ‘el caliche’.
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
