1. Teaching scenario identity
Thematic field: Greek popular game in economics
Thematic Unit: DODGEBAL in economics: The European Union: Institutions and Functions
Class: 16 year

Profile of target group: students with economic background
Teaching scenario aim: Be able to explain functions of the European commission
Teaching scenario objectives: 
Improve and memorise EU knowledge through the game of dodgeball:
· Explain the 2 most important treaties in the formation of the EU;

· List the participating countries of the EU;

· List the different EU institutions;

· Briefly explain the task of each institution;
Duration: max. 50 min
Teacher’s role: presenter, facilitator and guide
Method of students’ work: individual work and teamwork 

Required materials: smartphone or tablet, ball, chalk to mark out lines
2. Brief description of the teaching scenario
The students first watch the youtube film on tablet or smartphone about the institutions and functions within the European Union.

Afterwards, they play dodgeball with questions on topics that were mentioned in the youtube film.

The game starts as follows:
You divide the field into 2 and draw a line in the middle. 
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One team is on the left side of the line and the other team is on the right. Both teams must be the same distance from the center line. The teacher throws 1 ball into the play. Now the aim is for the teams to run to the center as quickly as possible to grab the ball and then throw it to a member of the opposing team. Both teams may not leave the team zone lines. If someone from the opposing team can grab the ball with both hands, the play continues.

If you throw the ball to the opposing team and someone from the opposing team gets hit, they can keep their place in the team by answering the teacher's question correctly; if they answer incorrectly, they are killed and moved to the back line.

Behind the back line, you can come back into the play by hitting someone when the ball is in the back line area. The person hit must answer a question again in the same scenario as above. If they cannot answer correctly, someone from the back line can come back into the game and the person who was hit will be moved to the back line of his/her team. If everyone from one team is behind the back line, the other team wins.
