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Work instructions for international student groups during the first project meeting in Mosbach/ Germany 

	Tasks
1. Go with your group into the laboratory and decide which bioplastics product your group wants to create. For inspiration see some samples. Try out more than one product. Use the instructions provided to make your own product. Then produce the bioplastics product. Create 4 products for each country one.

2. Decide which role each group member has within your group. BUT: the “president” has to be the one that is stated on the group sheet.
The president: is in contact with a teacher or the coordinator of his school, works with the others on the tasks. Collects all results and uploads them on TwinSpace (pupil administrator)
The vice president: helps the president and is in close contact with the students of his group and the teachers of his school. He also works together with the others on the tasks.
Press: you work together with the students from the other groups who are responsible for the press; you write articles about the project meetings, take pictures of each day and activity and send those articles and pictures to the responsible teacher.
Minutes: write down the process and progress of your group work, take pictures. Write down the instructions to make your bioplastics product.

With the help of the rest of the group create a PowerPoint presentation and a video that you can show at the end of the week on Friday. 
ChemSketch: You are responsible to create chemical reaction equations about your bioplastic production process and include them in the PowerPoint presentation for Friday. 

3. Find a name for your company

4. Work on the business plan until No. 6

5. Create a questionnaire (6 questions, word document) about the acceptance of bioplastics in general and your product in specific in your home countries. Ask your fellow students, parents, friends at home your questions, in total ask 20 people per country (at home).

6. Evaluate your questionnaires until meeting in Romania.

7. On Friday (the last day of our project meeting) you and your group have to present your product and your business/business plan to a jury. Prepare a good presentation!
