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LESSON PLAN 1 – WOODEN OBJECTS

	AIMS:

· Pupils will getting to know the everyday life and used tools of their ancestors

· Pupils will be ability to discuss in English the common life in past with friends from different countries

· Pupils will understanding the differences in daily life in past and today

	EXPECTED RESULTS:
· Extending English and native language vocabulary and speaking skills from the topic "wooden objects and pottery" 
· Developing writing skills in English and use of English  
· Understanding of a daily life in the past (centuries), its customs, traditions, duties and role in a family. Comparison of a daily life and objects of everyday usage in past and  present. Answering the question: "What is still being used today?", "Which objects has changed and how?"

	RECOMMENDED TIME AND SUBJECT: 

· 45 minutes
· History, English, Native language

	WORK PROCESS (didactical steps):
· Reading the texts about wooden objects in the national language
· Check the understanding of the texts 
· Match wooden objects and pottery with definitions and pictures and discuss
their usage in pairs (recommended material: Worksheet on eTwinning, Navsi School) (recommended time and subject: 20 minutes, English)
· Write a story and use 10 given words from the area of wooden objects and pottery. The story should have about 50-100 words and all the words have to be used. (20 min, English)
· Make a timeline ( a short presentation ) of a common day in past including the objects mentioned in the previous activities. Describe the activities and the duties that were done since the morning till the evening. 

· Dramatise the above presentation
· Discuss: the responsibilities of the family members
