Clay pot
Pottery, a ware which was used in everyday life, was usually made of materials a man could find in nature. It was a mixture of clay and sand with the addition of water.
The clay pot was handmade using a potter’s wheel. This potter’s wheel was build of a circular turntable fixed in low pivot close to the ground. While working, a potter would sit on a small bench thus turning the wheel by hand. After shaping the center of the pot, the potter would build the wall by spirally adding clay coils, which he would level off with the help of wooden knife and then slipped with damp leather. Formed object was than ready for drying and heating to a high temperature. That is how ceramic was made. After baking, some objects were glazed and then additionally fired (pocaklina). Afterwards the ceramic glaze was painted with natural colors. 

The clay pot was decorated with geometric motifs that were carved and painted blue, red and green. 
The clay pot was used to carry water or wine. The landlady would bring water in such a pot during the wheat harvest to workers in the field and the landlord would bring them wine for lunch.
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
