Folk costume

Traditional folk costumes are clothing worn by rural population. The main features of these costumes are that they are made of cloth woven on the loom, designed from rectangle parts seamed together and then folded. The costumes were made from various textile. 

The traditional women's costume, called “ruho” consists of:

1. a skirt known as “rubača”;

2. an apron or “fertun”;
3. a blouse with wide sleeves called “oplečje” or a blouse with narrow sleeves called “švabica”;

4. a winter coat named “kožuh” or “lajbek” or narrow waist jacket called “halica”; 
5. a headdress – the way the women combs her hair and decorates her head.
Skirt’s or rubača’s fabric fell in soft folds. Front of the skirt had no decorations, it was all white. On the back one can see wide red stripes that were traditionally embroidered with a red tread (pisanke). While in mourning women wear rubačas which were decorated with dark blue stripes.
Apron – fertun was widely folded, tied in waist with the firm waist belt. It was ornamented with silk thread stitches. During various festivities, women in Odra wore two aprons. The shorter was called fertunek and the longer fertun.
The blouse – oplečje had sleeves gathered at the wrist and was banded around the neck with a tiny strap called ošvica. The blouse was ornamented with white or any other coloured embroidery.
The winter coat – kožuh was made of a light brown skin decorated with a white or black fur. The coat called lajbek was made of the purchased material (usually plush) that was red in colour.

Headdress often signified woman’s social status. The girls had their hair plaited into one or two braids decorated with a red ribbon (mašlin). After the wedding, women were wearing a cap called poculica or puntek. The difference was that women from noble families wore poculica and women from non-noble families wore puntek. Poculica was round in shape, it covered women’s hair gathered at the back and it was decorated with lace, colourful embroidery, ribbons and beads. On the other hand puntek covered the whole hair. It was made of white cloth with a floral pattern.
The traditional man's costume consists of a: 
1. shirt - rubača;
2.  pants - gaće; 
3. winter wearing vest or coat made ​​of leather - kožun; 
4. wide-brimmed hat; 
5. boots  and 
6. podgurtnica worn on special occasions.
Podgurtnica is a red neckerchief or a small bow tie that all man wore on special occasions. This decorative piece of garment has different names like podgurtnica (linked to throat) or mašlin. It may differ in size from very small bow like ties to somewhat bigger with their ends falling across men’s chest. Therefore, it is considered that the forerunner of the modern tie comes from our region Turopolje. 
Croatian soldiers in the cavalry regiment of the French army called Royal-Cravate wore as part of their uniform such a kind of red neckerchiefs. In this way they helped to spread a fashion of wearing pieces of fabric around the neck.
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
