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LESSON PLAN 4 – FOLK COSTUMES

	AIMS:

· Pupils will improving verbal communication (building vocabulary)
· Pupils will improving active listening skills
· Pupils will improving digital skills and learn how to make a digital map with application scribble maps
· Pupils will learn how to language instructions can being presenting (why is important to give understandable instruction)

	EXPECTED RESULTS:
· Pupils will be able to describe national costumes using prior knowledge from a different subject (Math: circle, square)
· Pupils will be able to make a digital map

· Pupils will learn how to give understandable instruction to others and how to be an active listener when some others give us instructions.
· Developing verbal communication between pupils/pupils and teacher

	RECOMMENDED TIME AND SUBJECT: 

· 45 minutes
· Art, English, Math, Geography

	WORK PROCESS (didactical steps):
· Acitvity: „Secret drawing“. Materials needed: pictures of folk costumes, sheets of papers, crayons. 
Pupils working in pair. One pupil describing a picture of folk costume. The second pupil listening instructions and draw a folk costume on a sheet of paper. You can do activity „Secret drawing“ on two ways: a) English teacher can give pupils a few useful words for descriptions of folk costumes

                   b) Pupils can describe folk costumes without teacher's help (20 min, English, Math)
· Create digital maps with pictures and informations about folk costumes. Pupils work in groups. Use the application Scribble maps and the material from the Erasmus + project (pictures of folk costumes from Poland, Slovakia, Croatia, Czech Republic, Romania, informations about folk costumes and locations from inventory cards or digital school heritages). Scribble maps (www.scribblemaps.com) is free online application for making digital maps.You can put text or picture on your map. (25 min, Geography)
· Write a story about folk costume in your homeland. The story should have about 50-100 words. (20 min, English)

	MORE ACTIVITIES 
· Make your own Paper-doll in folk costume from Croatia, Romania, Poland, Slovakia and Czech Republic!
First paint, then cut the paper and put on folk costume on boy or girl. 
(recommended material: Paper dolls on eTwinning, Odra Elementary School, Croatia) (recommended time and subject: 25 minutes, Art) 
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
