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LESSON PLAN 6 – LEGENDS

	AIMS:

· Pupils will learn legends from different European countries (Poland, Czech Republic, Slovakia, Romania, Croatia)
· Pupils will learn how to dramatisation some text and how to work in a team effectively
· Pupils will learn how to be creative, how to express their creativity in a variety of ways (how to use the body, words, drawing)

· Pupils will expand their cultural awareness. They will begin to know and appreciate that which is culturally and historically valuable

	EXPECTED RESULTS:
· Extending English and Native language vocabulary and speaking skills
· Developing listening, communicating and writing skills in Native language and English 
· Pupils will learn how to memorize things and they will learn empathy and identification 
· Pupils will use technology (lights, video, and sound) to create their own shows or school productions about European legends

	RECOMMENDED TIME AND SUBJECT: 

· 45 minutes or 90 minutes
· Art, English, Native language

	WORK PROCESS (didactical steps):
· Reading the texts about legend in the English (recommended material on eTwinning: Lesson activities-Group work (all project partners)-Legend book) (recommended time and subject: 15 minutes, English)
· Check the understanding of the text, translating it (recommended time and subject: 30 minutes, English, Native language), recommended method: Story Pyramid. Resource: ©Teacher Created Resources, Inc.
Steps: 
· Make a large pyramid shape on a separate piece of paper
· Write a story pyramid for a legend in the shape
· If you wish, fill the area around the outside of the pyramid with an illustration
· Use the directions for writing a story pyramid:
     - Line 1 – one word, the name of main character

     - Line 2 – two words, describing the main character
     - Line 3 – three words, describing the setting

     - Line 4 – four words, stating the problem
     - Line 5 – five words, describing one event

     - Line 6 – six words, describing a second event
     - Line 7 – seven words, describing third event

     - Line 8 – eight words, stating the solution to the problem
