Wooden Architecture – teaching activity

1. Look at the pictures of the Kamenity Cottage, discuss with your partner and try to guess what it served as in the past and what it serves for nowadays! Then discuss the ideas with your teacher.
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2. Read the text about the Cottage Kamenity, look up unknown words in your dictionary and see if some of you were right!

The object of the cottage Kamenitý was completely renovated and newly equipped. People lived in this once "idyllic place" with pastures and in very difficult living conditions. During the German occupation, the school at Kamenitý was left to its fate. 
The school was reopened in 1954. The former director, Jan Korzenný (the father of the regional historian), managed to make the necessary reconstruction thanks to the help of a number of local people. In the course of time, more and more people moved from Kamenitý and the school had to be closed in 1973 because of a small number of pupils. 
Nowadays it serves as a place for rest and some refreshments for people who love to hike in the Beskydy mountains.
