He then allows both to unite and live under our common support.

Venus: Juno, it is not me who opposes me. And it would be very foolish if it
contradicted a desire of yours. But I suspect that Jupiter does not want the
Tirios de Carthage and the exiled Trojans of Eneas to be united in one city.

Juno: And what do you suggest we do?
Venus: You are his wife. It is up to you to convince him that the mixture of both

peoples is possible. I will follow you
Juno: Very well. Now listen to my plan: Aeneas and Dido are about to go

hunting tomorrow. I will provoke a storm of water and hail and cause them to
take shelter alone in a cave. If I count on your help, I will unite them, and Dido

will be of Aeneas.
Venus: That's righ

ESCENA 4: FAMA

Fame: I am the goddess fame, personification of the rumors.
They call me a monster of a thousand languages, but they all listen to my news.
I come to tell you what I heard. The nulls of the nymphs have come to me. The

sky and the earth have been witnesses: The queen of Carthage has lost its

modesty before a foreigner.
As soon as the aurora stripped the shadows, the horses trotted out. Riding on a

steed was Queen Dido and behind the pious Aeneas with her son. The little one
is interned in the woods to look for a jabalicon to prove his aim. But then the
heavens closed and the rain and the hail finally frightened them, so they ran for
safe havens. In a cave the queen and the caudillo met. Without opposing the
inevitable, they gathered their mouths and joined in a warm embrace. The
queen of her oaths was forgotten, or the Trojan leader knew forgotten
tenderness.

This I must take to the ears of Yarbas, and his other suitors.

Let the very Jupiter know. Dido and Aeneas no longer remember their

kingdoms!
