COMMUNICATION
Students will need to take either a mobile phone or a tablet to complete their Erasmus tasks while in Spain.  They may communicate with parents too.  However, for important and urgent issues, please, contact Mrs Salgado on the school mobile before you contact your child.  Similarly, any problems arising during the trip, students should communicate these immediately to Mrs Salgado, before phoning parents with an issue.  Students can contact Mrs Salgado in the school’s mobile number at any time during the trip. 

POCKET MONEY
There will be opportunities for students to do some shopping in Albacete during the trip. You may wish to provide additional pocket money.  I would recommend no more than £100. Please note that all meals are provided by host families on the trip. 

EMERGENCIES
Mrs Salgado in conjunction with the school, have a thorough risk assessment plan that has courses of actions for all types of emergencies. We also have the ability to enact the schools emergency response plan in case of any major incidents. All care has been given to ensure we provide a safe and enjoyable exchange trip for your children.

HEALTH

· You should have provided your child’s European Health Insurance Card for the trip.

· We will have the first aid kits on hand at all times.

· If a child falls ill, we will monitor the situation with the host family and follow standard first aid procedures.  If it is due to a virus and/or stomach bug we will make sure that he/she stays in the host family residence and a parent is present at all times. Parents will be informed if their child falls ill or is injured.

· If there is a serious illness or injury, we will again follow first aid procedures and seek further medical assistance. In this situation we will initially provide care for the child and inform parents as soon as possible. We will also be in communication with the Senior Leadership Team at the school in relation to any injuries or illness during the course of the trip.

· If deemed necessary, by Mrs Salgado, medical staff and the King’s School, that an injured/ill child should need to be repatriated to the UK, we will ensure that parent(s)/ guardian(s) are informed and any such arrangements will be made with parent(s)/ guardian(s) and the school. A child will always be accompanied by a member of staff should they need to seek external medical assistance whilst in our care.

· Mrs Salgado will have medical information from King’s Ely Medical Centre, and that you have provided, on file during the trip to refer to. Please ensure that the medical information for your child held by the school is up to date including any allergies and illnesses. 

· Any dietary requirements, including any food allergies and intolerances, have already been communicated to host families in Spain and they are aware of these.

· If your child requires medication/inhalers, they must take these with them on the trip. 

BEHAVIOUR

· As a member of a school trip we expect a high standard of behaviour from your son/daughter.

· During the trip we will follow the same behavioural and disciplinary policies as during term time.

· I expect that all students will have exceptional manners towards each other, the staff, the partner students and their families during the trip. Bad language, rude and offensive behaviour will not be tolerated. 

· Misbehaviour will be dealt with in line with school policy. Anyone demonstrating poor behaviour will risk missing out on activities during the trip. Any ill-discipline will be reported back to school Hsms and Senior Leadership Team. 

· In extreme circumstance, and in consultation with the Deputy Head, a child may be sent home. In this instance the decision will be made following consultation with DOS, Deputy Head and the individual’s parents. Repatriation due to inappropriate behaviour will be at the parent’s expense.

INSURANCE

The school holds comprehensive travel insurance for staff and pupils. Details of the Policy are held by trip leaders and available to parents upon request.

HOST FAMILIES

Host families are well known to the school staff in Spain and are trustworthy.  It will be good if your child takes a small token of appreciation to the family upon arrival (tea, shortbread biscuits or an Easter egg).  All families in Spain have filled in a Host Family Stay Information Form as provided by Cambridgeshire County Council, stating information about all family members living in the household and their ages and accommodation facilities for our children. In most cases, students will share a bedroom with their partner student, if they are the same sex. This information should arrive at school within the next two weeks. In the evenings, when students can enjoy free time, it is imperative that children are never alone without their partner student.  If by any circumstance they get lost, students must contact Mrs Salgado in the school mobile as soon as possible.
