THE MEDIA PROJECTS COMPETITION
During your stay your group will be taking part in a Media competition. Your group will have to make the following:
· A short documentary film about the heritage of each country (La Réunion, Spain, Britain)
· A video advertisement that promotes Diversity between countries.
· A leaflet that accompanies the advertisement promoting Diversity.
Your group should work together on the decision-making for all the projects but 2-3 people will work on each section. On Friday, the three items will be presented and judged with prizes for the best items and a prize for the best overall group.· A short documentary film about the heritage of each country (La Réunion, Spain, Britain)
The aim of the film is to present an overall look at the three countries, maybe showing what they have in common and what is special to each of them. The film will use:
· Photographs and videos you have taken. You will need to download these ready to import into Windows Movie Maker (the video editing app). You can use photos and videos you will take on your outings this week. You can use video and photos from anybody in your group, but only two or three will be doing the film making.
· Your film will need a commentary. This can be recorded and added during the editing. It will be best to write the commentary first.
· You can add interviews with members of your group, teachers, parents and local people.
Make your film interesting and with a purpose – it has to say something. It’s not just a series of pictures. You may want to point out what would help countries to get along better or what we can learn from each other.











· A video advertisement that promotes Diversity between countries.
The aim of the advert is to promote the benefits of Diversity, that is, the variety of differences and how these can still bring us together and help us to learn and appreciate these qualities. The advert should not be longer than two minutes:
· Photographs and videos you have taken. You will need to download these ready to import into Windows Movie Maker (the video editing app). You can use photos and videos you will take on your outings this week. You can use video and photos from anybody in your group, but only two or three will be doing the film making.
· Your advert should be fast, eye-catching and with a clear message to its viewers. It can use music, commentary and captions. Look at other adverts to help with ideas and style.
· You can add interviews with members of your group, teachers, parents and local people.
Your video advert must be linked to the leaflet others in your group are making.







		· A leaflet that promotes Diversity between countries.
The aim of the advert is to promote the benefits of Diversity, that is, the variety of differences and how these can still bring us together and help us to learn and appreciate these qualities. The leaflet must link to the advert and is two sides of an A4 page (folded). To make it you can use:
· Photographs you have taken. You will need to download these ready to import into Windows Publisher. You can use photos you will take on your outings this week. . You can use video and photos from anybody in your group, but only two or three will be doing the leaflet.
· Your advert should support the video advert and may use some of the same wording, especially a catchphrase. There may be other links to help make your promotion effective.
· The leaflet should be eye-catching, colourful and look professional, carefully spell-checked with wording that supports your messages.
Your leaflet must be linked to the video advert others in your group are making.



Some more advice for all the projects…
· You only have TWO full sessions to work on this so you need to be in your groups and very focused on what you need to do. Decide who is doing which part and get started immediately – don’t waste time, you haven’t got much.

· You can create parts of your project and leave gaps for the parts you will add later, eg. the visit to Cambridge, in between Tuesday and Thursday.

· You can research existing videos and leaflets and borrow ideas but do not copy ideas.

· Unpredictable and original ideas can be prize-winners so don’t just go for old ideas. You can use humour but your project is a proper item and any silliness will not be appreciated.

· Erasmus+ Programme of the European Union is behind all three projects and should be recognised on screen or in print. Don’t forget!

· All projects to be finished by Thursday, ready for presentation on Friday.
