Educational activity
This educational activity is designed as part of our activities, during the implementation of the day for Safe Internet, but it could also be implemented as part of a course in Informatics. It’s an extra activity in the topics of identity and privacy implemented with the use of web we want handbook.
Aim
At the end of the activity, students will be able to:
· Help students to realise that identity and an online identity are complex issues which havE numerous implications in professional and personal life.
·  Report the disadvantages of online chat
·  Recognize the risks.
·  Change their attitude towards communicating with strangers on the Internet.
·  Design material to inform their younger classmates, using ICT.
·  Familiarize theirselves with the Pixton Edu application.
Apps to be used
Pixton Edu and postermywall or easel.ly applications will be used. The reason for selecting these applications is:
    • the familiarity that students have with postermywall or easel.ly but also the many creative possibilities it offers, with the result that students have the freedom to create a variety of printed and electronic material,
    • the usefulness that Pixton Edu can have in the creativity, communication and cooperation but also in the better consolidation of the cognitive object, since in order to form the dialogues the relevant material must be studied.
Required Equipment
· a projector, 
· internet connection and 
· a computer lab equipped with computers or tablets. 
Since we are not in face to face learning it could also be applied to online training, making use of breakout sessions for teamwork.
Description
Initially there will be a brainstorming (if applied online it will be done using the mentimeter or answergarden) and then students will be asked to watch an excerpt from two movies (The boy she met online, Trust).
A discussion will follow to reflect on the risks and disadvantages of online chat.
They will then be asked to form groups. In each group the students will create dialogues that will be used to create comics where they will narrate a similar case ending with a lesson, using the Pixton Edu. Students will log in to the shared classroom created in the application, using the hyperlink and personal code given to them. Once they have prepared their comics, they will be presented in the plenary session of the class but also in the school event.
Finally, they will be given a worksheet with instructions to create informative posters or infographics at home using postermywall or easel.ly, for the school event.
Worksheets
Α. Teamwork worksheet
After we are divided into groups, you are invited to:
a) Try to create dialogues where you will narrate a case similar to those described in the excerpts (it may refer to other dangers arising from online chatting with strangers) ending with a lesson.
b) Go to the link given to you and log in with your secret personal password. Then create your own comic.
In order to create your comic book frames, I remind you that you have the option to select from the menu on the main desktop (see image):
backgrounds, characters (you create them or use your class avatars), gestures, facial expressions (emotions), and text or audio input.
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Let your imagination run wild, experiment and create ... by playing !!!

Β. Homework
With the information collected during your implementation to identity and privacy topics, create infographics using easel.ly or poster using postermywall.
To be able to use both applications, use the details of the common account or the one we have created in mailinator.
I remind you of the instructions for the poster using the postermywall:

Step 1: To start creating a poster click on "Create a Design".

 
Step 2: You can search for a template, create a blank using the "blank canvas" or select a category.

     • If you select a ready-made template, then you have to click "Customize Template" to edit your poster. If you select "Blank Canvas" then on the next screen you have to select: the type of design (poster), its orientation and the background. The main design screen has the following sections: Toolbox, General settings for an object, Text, Effects , Font, Electe): color settings, Alignment, Image object editing options, etc.
Step 3: Once you are done with your work there are the options of saving, sharing, uploading to your PC and purchasing. Select "Download" -> in the window that opens, click "Download" again and save the file to your PC.
