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2nd  Erasmus+ Mobility - Activity Report
Dates of the Mobility:   29th November 2021 – 3rd December 2021
The host school:            XX Liceum Ogólnokształcące Poznań, POLAND
1st DAY (Monday, 29-11-2021)
1. After the warm welcome of participants by the headmaster and the coordinator of the project, the host school presented the participants and the order of the event.

2. The host school split participants into smaller international groups and they started integrating tasks. All project participants took part in an ice breaker activities in order to get to know each other better and practice language skills.
3. The host school divided participants into groups and made a tour around the school. Polish teachers and students were guiding participants around. 

4. While there was a teachers’ meeting and students were working in four international groups on different tasks to integrate the students better.
5. Later there was an interview with the local TV – WTK promoting the project and explaining the details of their tasks during the mobility. 
6. Next, teachers and students had lunch at the school canteen.
7. After the lunch we went sightseeing the city of Poznań altogether. In the city centre students participated in an activity called City Hunting Game. In their mixed groups and with the help of a map there were supposed to complete some tasks about historical sights of the city. Polish students were the guides and presented some interesting facts.
8. After a short break at Christmas market the participants were given a guided tour by Polish students to see and admire the most interesting places in the town centre such as Imperial castle, Mickiewicza square, Liberty square and Enigma exhibition.

9. When the project activities of the first day ended the teachers and students had the chance to exchange opinions, suggestions during an informal meeting at the hotel. 
2nd DAY (Tuesday, 30-11-2021)
1. In the morning we went to Gniezno, a town where a traditional Christmas Glass Ball factory is located. After seeing all steps of making glass balls the students divided into mixed groups could also try to make their own Christmas decoration. 
2. Then we got on the bus and went back to Poznan to visit Poznan University of Life Science. There we were given a lecture by famous professor Janusz Olejnik PhD about the climate change and global warming at Department of Ecology and Environmental Protection. 
3. After that we moved to other parts of the university (Faculty of Agronomy, Horticulture and Biotechnology) to see a laboratory with 3D printer and a local plant using methane gases (renewable energy).
4. Next we had our mutual lunch at the university canteen canteen. 

5. Later we enjoyed the visit to Lumina and Dendrological Park. 
6. After the whole day we rested at the hotel and had dinner there. 
3rd DAY (Wednesday, 01-12-2021)
1. On the third day we went to school to enjoy the presentations. All schools presented their regions, their school and our project’s topics - global warming, climate change, endangered species and zero hunger. 
2. After that we visited Croissant Museum - an interactive show, where we could learn something about the history of Poznan, about the local dialect and most importantly how to bake the local speciality St. Martin’s Croissants. 
3. In the afternoon we all moved to the oldest part of Poznan- Ostrów Tumski Island. There we visited museum Porta Poznania and the cathedral where we learnt about cultural heritage of the region.
4. The evening was spent at the biggest shopping centre nearby “Posnania” 
4th  DAY (Thursday, 02-12-2021)

1. Early in the morning we headed for a one-day tour to Torun city.
2. On the way we made a stop in Strzelno where the oldest church of Poland is located. The church includes historical Roman pillars with sculptures of good and evil. 
3. Our city tour started with the exhibition at the living museum of gingerbread, the famous speciality of the region. 

4.  In the afternoon there was prepared a visit to Planetarium. First, we entered the Geodium with an interactive task about the Earth. Then we moved to Mars base where we could try the simulations of living on Mars. Students used IT to see how life on Mars is going. In the end we went to Planetarium. We watched a film about stars and other planets.
5. We came back late in the evening for the mutual dinner. 
5th  DAY (Friday, 03-12-2021)
1. On the fifth day all students and teachers met at school again. First, we voted to choose the project´s logo and students finished the project topics of the presentations.

2. While there was a teacher´ meeting discussing the next two mobilities and the tasks of the project, students took part in an art workshop. They designed their Erasmus shopping bags. 
3. During the last day evaluation of the event was held. Students and teachers fulfilled the evaluation form.
4. Besides, Padlet device was used to present students feelings and opinions after the mobility.
5. The last part of this mobility was closing ceremony. All students and teachers were given certificates.
6. We had dinner at the school canteen where we could exchange our opinions and feeling at the end of the mobility
7. In the afternoon we met for dinner.
8. After the event the report was written and evaluation of the mobility was done.
Overall, the 2nd mobility of our project was successfully completed. Despite the pandemic restrictions, during the five days the students and teachers had the chance to interact, know each other better, develop good working relationship and deepen their knowledge about the subject. 
Participants :

- became aware of the climate change, hunger problem and global warming
- became aware of the information about endangered species in partner countries
- are more eager to change their everyday habits in order to protect the environment 

- got new knowledge about producing methane gases 

- gained more knowledge about the solar system, planets and the Earth in an interactive way
- became more motivated to learn or improve foreign language since had to communicate in other languages with partners 

- had experiences by studying with peers / colleagues from different countries, cultures and also benefited from the opportunities of Erasmus + projects, also observed management and implementation of the project

- gained more experience about group work and its importance

- got information about climate change and global warming
- noticed new ways to use a foreign language instead of traditional lessons

- had opportunity to improve digital competences 

- developed soft skills in the international environment with respect to different cultures

- got information and experience about traditional dishes among European countries

- met different people from different countries so they got closer to European citizenship

- were proud of themselves by being a part of Erasmus+ project and performed some activities with their colleagues/peers, especially participants from disadvantaged groups got self-confident while taking/performing a role in the same conditions.
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
