6. Ask the children to work in groups and write the words/phrases they can
identify in the languages they speak/write.

7. Present the text/video again.

8. Ask the children for some details they may have understood.

9. Summarise their ideas on the board or ask the learners to do so.

Optional spoken or written work
Ask the children to produce a similar text/video in the language of
schooling and/or in their family language(s).
