Five short stories about sexism situations
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Scene 1
Teacher: OK, let’s continue talking about World War I. As you know, it took place between 1914 and 1918. Many women were recruited to work at weapons and munition factories to replace them on the frontlines. That’s also the time when the suffragist movement began to gain popularity. These were women fighting for their right to vote. But let’s be real, they were FEMINAZIS
. 

Student: But they can’t be feminazis just for wanting the same rights as men!
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Teacher: But they are, they are. They are feminazis. Just radical feminists who believe they are better than men and are always going on about machismo.

Teacher: - You! Sit here!
Student: Me? Why me?

Teacher: I said sit here.

Student: But I didn’t do anything
Teacher: I said sit here
Student: But I wasn’t talking
Teacher: I won’t say it again
Teacher: That’s what I like to see, obedient and submissive.

Teacher: By the way, Gracia, why don’t you come to class more covered up? Your cleavage is distracting me and I’m sure your classmates as well. We should go back to segregated schools. Boys and girls in different schools and everyone in uniforms.

Student: hjasdfhguygfkhslggit.kjn.klhuudfb

Teacher: You be quiet! You are prettier when you are quiet. OK. Let’s go. Last one is a sissy!
Gracia:  Being in class and having to listen to a professor say feminists fighting for equality between men and women are feminazis and that women must be obedient and submissive and that we can’t dress how we want because our bodies are distracting him is MACHISMO , IT’S VIOLENCE.

Scene 2
Policeofficer 1: So, If I beat up your wife and you beat up mine it wouldn’t be domestic violence, right?

Policeofficer 2: That’s right, that’s right. 
How can I help you? 

Victim: I’d like to report something

Policeofficer 1: On what grounds?

Friend: My friend has just been sexually assaulted

Policeofficer 1: Let’s see. Let’s get this straight…First, show me your ID. Where and what time were you assaulted?
Victim: Last night, about 1.30 or 2. I was on my way home.

Policeofficer:  Wait a minute, what on earth were you doing so late out by yourself?

Victim: I’ve already told you. I was going home.

Policeofficer: I see. Moving on. What were you wearing?

Friend: But what does it matter what he was wearing?

Policeofficer: It does matter. Answer the question.

Victim: I can’t remember…

Policeofficer: Well, were you wearing a skirt, trousers, those tight leggings you girls wear…?

Friend: This is the last straw! This is unbelievable!

Victim:  Well, I think I was wearing a dress

Policeofficer: How long?

Victim: I don’t know, above the knee, maybe.

Policeofficer 2: See, it wasn’t that hard
Policeofficer 1: If you were on your own and dressed like that there is no use in filling up a report. Let’s proceed. Did you know your attacker? Could you see his face?

Victim: No, I couldn’t see anything.

Policeofficer 1: Did you keep your legs closed?

Victim: Excuse me?

Friend: Let’s go. This is ridiculous!

Policeofficer 2: But don’t leave! We are not done yet!

Policeofficer 1: Let them go…
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Gracia:  Going to a police station to report a sexual assault and having the police question you about how you were dressed, what you were doing out so late by yourself or why you didn’t keep your legs closed is MACHISMO, IT’S VIOLENCE.

Scene 3
 In the street.
Fernando: The other day I was with my chick and this loser asks her out for a coffee… I almost beat him up, man!
Pablo: -I bet he was mixed
Rafa: -Let me tell you, I was at a club the other night and I met this chick…
Pablo: OK But let's get to the point. How many did you fuck?
Rafa: -Four or five, but this chick I was telling you about hooked up with three guys, What a slut!
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(Teresa appears)
Everyone: -Hey! Where are you going? Come here! Nice ass!!)
(Teresa tries to run away)
Everyone: -You bitch! Don’t be so stuck up!
Gracia: Walking peacefully down the Street, running into a group of guys who intimidate you, shout at you, whistle at you, and say things about your body and how you are dressed is MACHISMO, IT’S VIOLENCE.

Scene 4  
A couple
A couple is sitting on a park bench.  She has her mobile phone in her hand, looking at it frequently.

BOY:-How was it yesterday at the party?

GIRL:-great, we had lots of fun.

BOY:-who were you with?

GIRL:-I don’t remember exactly, there were lots of people….Teresa, Sara, Pablo….

BOY:-And what happened?

GIRL:-what happened about what?

BOY:-you should know, somebody told me something happened.

GIRL:-I don’t know what you are talking about

BOY: so..did you make out with somebody? Because they saw you with Pablo all night long.

GIRL:-So what? Nothing happened, he’s just a friend.

BOY:-you have many friends….

GIRL:-why do you say that?

BOY:- no…it’s just that you have many friends… and that you prefer to be with them and not with me..

GIRL:- that’s not true, I’m always with you when you look for me.

BOY:- and I’m sure you WERE WEARING that foxy black dress you have.

GIRL:- don’t talk to me like that!

BOY:-I TALK to you as I want! I’m your boyfriend and I speak as I want.

In that moment the girl’s mobile phone RINGS……

BOY:-who is this message from?

GIRL:- from a friend…

BOY:-from whom? Pablo?

GIRL:-what a pest you are being about Pablo, isn’t it? 

BOY:- of course, you  ARE always clicking "like" to all his photos.

Suddenly, the boy snatches the mobile and starts to read her messages. She tries to get her phone, but without success, they start pulling and pushing each other.

GIRL:-What are you doing? Give it back! 

BOY:- and this conversation with Pablo?  And all the kissing emojis? Do you think I’m stupid?……

The girl retries to get her phone. He pushes her to the floor.
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Gracia: If your boyfriend tells you what you can or cannot do, how you should dress, what friends you can have… if he controls your mobile phone… THAT´S NOT LOVE: IT IS MACHISMO, IT IS VIOLENCE.

Scene 5
Two friends are speaking on a bench, one of them has broken up with her boyfriend and she is very depressed. Her friend tries to cheer her up.

Gracia:- What  I’m going to do now? My life is meaningless.

Teresa:- Don’t say that, you don’t need him. Your life is yourself. You can do whatever you want, you don’t need him to be happy.

Gracia:-  Yeah mate. But he was the man of my life. I am nothing without him

Teresa:- what are you saying! Without him, you are owner of your life. You must build your own life, your existence without depending on anybody. That’s what we have to do us girls,women….not to be subjects and start to be protagonists. Don’t you believe that?

Gracia:- I don’t know… who am I going to go out with?

Teresa:-You are not understanding anything.

Gracia:- yes, I understand but I am feeling so bad…….

Teresa:-It’s normal the pain and the suffering….but you have to face up and carry on, Isn’t it? And stop complaining and saying that your life has no sense and that you are nothing without him…All these silly things of romantic love that we were educated with since we were little. That you need a  blue prince, the man of my life, a love forever……these are just silly things…….

Gracia:-I know…..you are completely right.

Teresa:-Of course, you are not half an orange, you are a whole orange.

Epilogue
The two friends hug each other, get up and in front of the audience reading a tests of Simone de Beauvoir

The earliest known use of the word dates from 1987 and it was popularized by politically conservative radio talk-show host Rush Limbaugh in the early 1990s. It is a portmanteau of the nouns feminist and Nazi. The online version of the Merriam-Webster dictionary defines the term as used in a "usually disparaging" manner, to describe "an extreme or militant feminist"
