	 Preparing fruit salad

	Materials:
	Cutting board 

Plastic knife 

Tablecloths (one per table)

 One large bowl (one per table)

10-12 local apples 

10 oranges  bananas

3/4 cup raisins 

5 pears 1 

1/2 cups honey

	Description:
	 This activity is a perfect combination for students to be able to repeat the vocabulary for fruit and equipment in  English. Talking while working is a great way to apply new words The students not only will revise, but also learn new vocabulary from the ingredients they see and  use. They will translate various feeling of joy into words & sentences At the same time, through activities, students learn new words and become aware of the world around them. 
The instructor will explain that “salads” are any combination of several fresh, usually uncooked ingredients. She will show students an example of a salad recipe and review recipe formats (title, ingredients, steps).  She will also ask students to write their very own recipe for a salad. What fresh fruits or vegetables would they include? What steps? 

	Development:
	 First the instructor will introduce the ingredients. She will write the list of ingredients on the board and show students the ingredients in their whole form and point out which part we eat. Afterwards the teacher will introduce the equipment. She will  show students the tools they will use to make their fruit salad, also demonstrate the proper way to hold and use the tools.? All the students will be divided into groups of four- six. The teacher will go over each of the steps of making the recipe, from washing the vegetables to trying the apple salad. She will write the steps on the board. 

Step 1. Wash the fruit. 

Step 2. Using the apple corer, peel and core the apples and pears. 

Step 3. Cut the apples, bananas and pears into small chunks. Add to the large bowl. 

Step 4.  Measure the raisins and add them to the large bowl. 

Step 5. Measure the honey and add it to the mixture. Stir. 

Step 6. Taste it! 

Step 7. Clean up.

The instructor will demonstrate how to prepare the salad.
The instructor will guide children in making their salad. 

	Goals :
	 -students will learn new vocabulary in English
-students will be able to follow instructions given in English

- students will practice counting by taking out the ingredients according to the specified quantity required

-Students will practice division by cutting the food into pieces

-Students will practice substraction /addition by adding too much and needs to remove some

-Students will practice sequencing by following  recipe instructions, he learns sequencing

-Students will practice measurement by checking the quantities and weights

-students will demonstrate team work.

	Accommodations:
	 N/A

	Checking For Understanding:
	 -Students will be walked through the process and each step and will be checked along the way. Students will be asked to show progress and ask questions.

The instructor can ask students to name different items like: ‘How much apples do you need?’

	Closure:
	 -the finished fruit salads will be evaluated by the teacher, and each group will be asked to taste their own salad. 

	Evaluation:
	 Discussion:  The teache talks with the children about what a salad looks like. Point out that a healthy meal includes lots of different colours of fruits and vegetables.
The teacher asks students to brainstorm a list of all the things people eat made with fruit. Bring in several different kinds of things made with fruit and offer students a taste of each(dried fruit, fruit pies, fresh fruit, fruit juice).
