SANTA FAZ FAUNA RECOVERY CENTER, ALICANTE. SPAIN
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Within the province of Alicante we can find the Santa Faz fauna recovery center. This center carries out different actions related to the native fauna of the area.

One of the programs that it carries out, which is extremely important, is the entry of injured, sick or lost animals, which, after a period of rehabilitation, are released again in protected areas.
In the area where Pilar de la Horadada is found, more than 20 different vulnerable or endangered species are found. This center receives these animals that are lost, injured or sick in order to take care of them and return them to their origin habitats once they are recovered. The areas where there are more cases of collection of these animals are the areas where there is a higher population density such as the cities of Alicante, Elche or Villena.
Most of the animals are found by people who give the notice directly to the center to make their entry. In addition, the most common reason is the rescue of young that must be cared for so that they can later re-enter nature.
In the data from the last year it has been found that almost 80% of the animals admitted have finally been released.
Another important program carried out in this center is "captive breeding and reintroduction" where the following species are found: the gray teal and the barn owl.
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All these actions fit in with the joint work carried out with different natural parks across the province. Thanks to this great work, we found censuses of various birds in the area, monitoring of different birds in the wetlands found in the area, marking of threatened underwater animals and analysis of suspected cases of poisoning.
