                                                                                              SUMMARY
 At the end of the project our pupils were able to recognise the most of  people’s differences. 

Quite many of them, at the beginning of the project couldn’t find out special needs, at the end of the project pupils can see  special needs as people in wheelchairs, deaf people, blind people. Also, they can recognise people’s different look and the most face or body characteristics.

Pupils are able to recognise diferrent helping equipment and know how to use them.

Pupils are more sensitive about special needs persons and they remarked on the street or by their relatives people with special needs. The most common special needs pupils pointed out at the beginning of the project and also at the end of the project with glasses, wheelchair and crutches. But at the end of the project pupils recognized  more special needs.

Pupils are more sure about how they can help a child with special needs.

At the beginning of the project most pupils thought that it is not possible to play with a child who can’t hear, see or walk. At the end of the project the opinion has changed and almost all pupils think that it is possible to play with special needs children.

When at the beginning of the project pupils were not able to comment this answer. Then at the end of the project children were able to comment why they  answered  this  way. Most pupils found out that being different is a good thing and mostly because that then no one could think that  you are somebody else. Pupils  were not able to find out,  at the beginning of the project,  why it is bad to be different,  now they are able to find out that it could be difficult to move around, play games, you could be ill or somebody would mock you. 

Pupils mostly point out similarities in appearance and less about special needs and diseases.
