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1. What kind of differences could people have?
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At the end of the project children were able to point out nõre people differences. When at the end of the project children did not point out special needs, then at the end of the project children pointed out special needs as people in wheelchairs, deaf people, blind people. Also now they pointed out people  characteristic and liking differences. Totally new was children opinion about spikes on the skin, amputated bodyparts, birthmarks. The most common differences like hair, skincolor and eyes remained same as at the beginning. 
2.What is this? When is necessary to use this aid tool?
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What aid tool this is?
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Children are able to name diferent aid tools and know how to use them.
3.Do you now somebody who is special needed?
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Children are more aware about special needs and they notice on the street or by their relatives people with special needs. The most common special needs children pointed out at the beginning of the project and also at the end of the project were glasses, wcheelchair and crutches. But at the end of the project children pinted out more special needs. Mostly were named their parents, aunts, uncles, grandmothers, grandfathers, friends and somebody they know. But where those children who said that they have seen somewhere special needed children. 
4.How can you help a child who is special needed?
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Children are more aware about how they can help a child who has a special need. We can tell that mostly has impacted children real life experience when they were able to drive a wheelcair and a blind person visisted children. 
5. Is it posssible to play with a child who can not hear, see or walk? What games we can play together? 
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At the beginning of the project most children pointed out that it is not possible to play with a child who can not hear, see or walk. At the end of the project the opinion has changed and almost allchildren find that it is possible to play with special needed children. At the beginning children mostly pointed out that these children could get hurt, they can not hear or see. Then at the end children pointed out diferent games and oportunities what to do together with children who can not hear,see or walk. Children pointed out these games: board games, ball games, hot potato, hide and seek, color games, sport games, listening games, riddles, playing home,football, chess and memo games. 
6. Is being diferent good or a bad thing?
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When at the beginning of the project children were not able to comment this answer. Then at the end of the project children were able to comment why they answeres this way. Most children pointed out that being diferent is a good thing and mostly because that then no one could mistake you for somebody else. When children were not able to point out at the beginning of the project why it is bad to be diferent, then now they were able to point out that it could be difficult to move around, play games, you could be ill or somebody would mock you. 
Children mostly point out similarities in appearance and less about special needs and diseases. 
Why it is good to be different?

· Then everyone could regognize you
· Because it helps people , wheelchair helps 
· Because when there are two people who are the same you dont know whois the right one 
· Then you can help others 
· Because then everything is not similar, you can be diferent from others 
Why it is bad to be different?

· Because you can not move or walk 

· Others can mock you 
· It is difficult to play some games 
· Because some people are sik
