The Institute of Oceanography and Fisheries is very important for our town and community that have historically had a close and unbreakable relationship with the sea.

IOF is a scientific public institution founded in 1930 as the first national scientific and research institution dealing with research of the sea. 
It is Croatian National Reference Centre for the marine research with almost 100 employees who are experts in different field of research. 
Since the founding, scientific activity of the Institute has been multidisciplinary and it covers research in the fields of biological, chemical and physical oceanography, sedimentology, and fisheries biology and aquaculture. 
Over the years, the scientists at the IOF have published over 1700 scientific and professional papers in both domestic and foreign publications. The published papers  include expedition reports, hydrographical studies, dynamic properties of the marine ecosystem, description of flora and fauna, ecological research, fisheries research, advancements in fishing and artificial breeding (in relation to the Adriatic and Mediterranean, including coastal and open seas), as well as the study of men’s impact on the sea. 
Apart from basic scientific research, IOF conducts a number of applied research projects on environmental protection, aquaculture and the economy in general, through which a large part of scientific knowledge and results finds a practical application.

During Water Day and Earth Day project mobility in Split we visited this institution where we were welcomed by the scientists who presented us with their interesting work.
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
