	ACTIVITIES

	Step 1 - welcome routine: tuning into english .Teacher and pupils greet each other (good morning,good afternoon,how are you?,course signatures?) write the date on the board.

Step 2 - İntroduction to lesson aim: pupils are told what they are going to learn and do (today we are going to..) teacher invites pupils to answer the pretest and reflect upon what they know/don't know about the subject/topic.

(mosaic,gourd art,kutnu…)

Step 3 - presentation of new content-teacher checks if every student understands what they have to do.

Step 4 – pupils do their work. Teacher walks around the class to check how the children are doing.Teacher helps out (in English)

Step 5 – evaluation.Teacher checks:

a.ıf pupils enjoyed the lesson by using smiles/thumbs up;

b. ıf pupils achieved the learning objectives by asking some questions : post-test

Step 6 – Wrap of the lesson. Pupils tidy up and  do the goodbye routine.E.g. chant
