	ACTIVITIES

	Lesson 1: 
Step 1 – To tune pupils into English

- Teacher /pupils greet each other in English.

- The teacher says the learning intention of the lesson and writes it in the whiteboard. 

Step 2- To help pupils understand what the lesson is about

- Teacher tells pupils what they are going to do in the class.... Explain that they will start learning about the respiratory system. 

Step 3 – Filling a pre-test. 

The students are filling a pre-test to evaluate and compare what they know before starting and after finishing the respiratory system.

Step 4 - Brainstorming
- Teacher starts asking questions to the students about what they can remember about our body.

Step 5 - To help pupils understand what the lesson is about

- Teacher shows pupils two videos about the respiratory system. They stop them when new concepts appear and explain them. 
Step 6- To understand the Breathing process.

-Teacher gives pupils a photocopy with theory about the respiratory system. Later they have to do some activities in group to check they understand the concepts explained.
Step 7- To build the human body.

-Pupils have a box with all the organs and different parts of the human Body. The4y have to build it.
Lesson 2

Step 1 – To tune pupils into English
