
Our Primary school, called CEIP Puig d’en Valls, is situated in a little village, that belongs to Sta Eularia’s Town County, in Ibiza Island (Balearic Island – Spain). Our centre is divided into pre-primary and primary. We have 6 classes in preschool (students 3 to 5-years old) and 12 classes in primary (students 6-11 years old). Each class has a maximum of 25 students. Currently, we have 435 students. Also, there are 31 teachers. Twenty-nine of them are tenured in our center and only 2 of them are temporary. So, the staff in our school is very stable.  The school has the following experience in English projects: European Sections, Comenius and “Enhancing Knowledge”: Science for Curious Students, always, following the AICLE methodology.  Currently, we are tacking part in the multilingual pilot project from “ La Consejeria de Educación”. Being a multilingual center since  the course 2016/2017.
We have only 5 English teachers, but we have 6 more teachers teaching English in other subjects. This project has facilitated the training of these teachers to teach English in non-linguistic areas, although, some of them already had a good knowledge and qualification in English which has helped to carry out this project.  The enthusiasm of this group of teachers has made possible to develop this project. Our  Primary school has recently increased the number of weekly English lessons due to the multilingual pilot project. We are currently teaching in three languages: Spanish, Catalan and English. Our timetable has the same number of lessons in these three languages, but we would like to improve the English level of our students and teachers, as well as introduce them to different cultures and countries, using a foreign language, in this case English, to do so.  We are taking part in 3 Erasmus projects this year.
