	ACTIVITIES

	Step 1 – To tune pupils into English

Teacher/pupils greet each other in English
Step 2 –  To help pupils understand what the lesson is about

Teacher tells pupils what they are going to do. 
First they fill in the pre-test. Find out what they know about the solar system from previous lessons/years. 
Step 3 –  Pronunciation and names of planets

Focus on the pronunciation of the names of planets.
Teacher shows a short video track about the solar system.
www.youtube.com/watch?v=5c_lL6I3OaA 
Post-watching activity:
How many objects are there in the solar system? (sun + 8 planets)
Why is the solar system called/named “SOLAR”? (Because of the Sun) Then the teacher repeats: Solar system is the Sun and 8 Planets. Children repeat after a teacher.
Teacher asks: What is the first/closest planet to the Sun? 
What is the smallest planet of the Solar system?
What is the largest planet of the Solar system?
What is the furthest/last planet of the Solar system?
What is the hottest planet of the Solar system? (Mercury) Why? (because it is close to the Sun)
What planet is a red colour?
What planet has a ring?
What planets are blue colour? (plural-PLANETS)
What planet can we see in the morning and in the evening on the sky? (Venus)
Step 4 –  Writing and speaking

Pupils write on the board names of planets correctly. 
They name them in a correct order.
Step 5 –    Speaking comprehension

Pupils tell information about the planets to each other. They describe them.  

Step 6-Presentation

Pupils have the cards with the names of planets. In the middle is the Sun. Each planet introduces itself and revolves around the Sun. They demonstrate the movements of planets.
Step 7-To encourage pupils to reflect on their learning and behaviour / attitudes

Teacher and peers provide feedback. Pupils fill in the worksheet and check it together. During it pupils listen to song about the solar system.

Pupils complete the post-test on classroom content (learning). 
Step 8 – To end lesson

Pupils say the farewells in English.
