Blended Mobility of School Learners in Marco de Canaveses, PORTUGAL
From the 11th – 15th March 2019
TITLE OF THE PROJECT: HANDS ON CLIL - ERASMUS+ KA2
THE MAIN AIM OF THE PROJECT: Following Europe’s challenges and commitment of promoting and intensifying the integrated learning of a foreign language and curricular subject contents, the main objective of this project is to innovate the process of education and enhance cross-curricular foreign language skills of young learners by using CLIL methodology.
PARTNERS: PORTUGAL, SLOVAKIA, TURKEY AND SPAIN
10th March 2019 
Welcome to Marco de Canaveses: Portuguese families and teachers welcomed participant students and teachers and picked them up from Porto’s airport.
Students spent some time with the families and teachers did the check-in at the hotel ‘Residencial do Marco’.
11th March 2019 
09:00: Reception at the school by the Direction Board and school community.
09:20: Welcoming Culture Event hosted by the school choir, musical pieces performed by upper-primary students, songs performed by pre-school pupils from JI Ramalhais, folk dance group from EB1 da Barroca and the drums school band.

10:10: Coffee break – the whole school community celebrated the 2 years of Hands On CLIL Project.
11:00–12:30:

- Walk around the school.
- Quizlet Workshop - Pupils and teachers explored Quizlet.com and created, in mixed groups, different learning settings aiming at having pupils as content creators instead of content users.

14:30–16:30: Storytelling Workshop - "My name is not Refugee". Vanessa Reis Esteves went through the intercultural story "My name is not Refugee" exploring the feelings and possible situations people would face if forced to leave their homes to run away from war... an intercultural 
approach to promote the intercultural dialogue and attitudes of empathy and what is it like "to be in the Other shoes".
12th March 2019 
09:00 Reception at the Town Hall by the Mayor.
09:45 Reception at JI Ramalhais Kindergarten – presentation of portuguese traditional costumes from the different Portuguese districts.
11:00–12:00: Kindergarten Hands On CLIL Job-shadowing @ JI Ramalhais. The lesson followed the Hands On CLIL Tool Kit on Parts of the Body:
· pupils sang the Good Morning Song;

· the class helper set the classroom date, weather, season, temperature and time charts with the help of the classmates and checked absences;

· the teacher showed different flashcards of parts of the body to the children to introduce/ revise the vocabulary and elicited them to name/ identify the different parts of the body;

· the children in group mimed and sang a song about the different parts of the body: “Head, shoulders, knees and toes”;

· to reinforce the content taught and learnt, the children danced the "Tooty tá" choreography;

· following the "The honey bees" topic the children have been working on, they played the “Bees Game”: the children are bees and at the sign of a colour they must perform different actions: green – fly quickly; yellow – fly slowly; red – stop at the flowers; blue – enter the hive. The children that miss the sign, leave the game;

· the children expressed their representation of the body through drawing.

12:30–14:00: Visit to Soalhães Parish.
14:00–14:30: Visit to Duriense factory.
14:30–15:30: Visit to the Church of Saint Martin of Soalhães,
15:30–17:00: Visit to Tongobriga Roman City
13th March 2019 
10:00-11:30: Human Body – The Science of Life Exhibition - Pupils experienced a CLIL Science Lesson visiting the exhibit "Human Body- Science of Life". The exhibit is set up to showcase the muscular, nervous, circulatory, digestive, respiratory, urinary, and reproductive systems, and displays over 100 organs, bone structures and eight real human bodies that have been preserved permanently by a process called "plastination", so as to not decay.
11:45-13:30: World of Discoveries Interactive Museum - Erasmus pupils discovered the fantastic odyssey of Portuguese sailors, crossing oceans to discover an unknown world.
16:15-17:20: Guided visit to Porto Wine Cellars [CÁLEM] in Vila Nova de Gaia.
14th March 2019 
09:00-10:30: The scientific laboratory as a learning setting in CLIL – Workshop for both teachers and pupils):
1. Mistery boxes (inquiry base learning)

2. Can challenge

3. Disc hovercraft run

4. Levitating balls

5. Color mix

6. Paper bridge

7. Colour blindness (mobile app)

11:00–12:30:  WebQuest workshop for teachers - Integrated in the Blended Mobility of School Learners of Hands On CLIL, the pedagogical team attended an eTwinning webinar on the benefits of webquests in CLIL and learnt how to create engaging webquests so their CLIL activities are inquiry-oriented in which some or all of the information that learners interact with comes from resources on the internet. During the Blended Mobility in Marco de Canaveses, participants presented their final outcomes and shared the products in the project's eTwinning TwinSpace and use them with their students in the future.
11:00–12:30:  Arts& Crafts Workshop for pupils - Pupils explored Portuguese Culture Heritage and draw/ coloured beautiful t'shirts to take home.
14:00-15:30:  CLIL Music Workshop – pupils and teachers engaged in CLIL Music activities.
15th March 2019 
Project management meeting at E.B. 2,3 de Marco de Canaveses: this meeting had the aim to monitor the project’s activities and evaluate the project strategic action plan as far as final report, end of project evaluation target and tools and dissemination. Partners followed the coordinators shareable check list to ensure everybody is updated in real time with the partnership’s decisions, as well as the Minute of Gaziantep’s meeting: 

1. There will be a shareable document for the Final Report, created by the project’s coordinator, so all partners can make contributions to it;

2. There will be end of project evaluation tools, created by the project’s coordinator, to assess the impact amongst the teachers, pupils and parents;

3. There will be a shareable document for the eTwinning Quality Labels application, created by the project’s coordinator, so all partners can make contributions to it (May);

4. A16- EUROPE DAY - 2018-2019 – all countries will use the 9th May to disseminate Hands On CLIL within their school communities;

5. Turkey and Spain will have online lesson soon;

6. The Slovakia’s coordinator delivered in paper the # Issue 1 of Hands On CLIL magazine for dissemination purposes of year 1. The online version is on eTwinning and facebook. All partners were very pleased with the outcome of the final product;

7. The project coordinators agreed that by the end of April they would send 3 CLIL lessons following the CLIL Tool Kit, with the text checked, and with photos/ resources to illustrate them to the Slovakia’s partner (the chosen CLIL lessons are to be sent in Word and pictures in JPG). 

· Slovakia will prepare the Good Practices Catalogue. It was agreed by the partners’ coordinators that the Good Practices Catalogue would be ready and sent to all by the end of May for printing. The templates are A4, in colour, and will be printed by each country for future dissemination.

· Spain - Science 

· Turkey – Arts & Crafts + Kindergarten

· Slovakia – PE + Geography + Arts

· Portugal – Introduction + CLIL Tool Kit + Music + Kindergarten
