	ACTIVITIES

	MOSAIC ART- THE PROCESS OF WORKING

Step.1.Choosing of Picture

You can find Picture for Mosaic easily. We must study on basic designs so you can fill in the layers with a different colour easily. You don’t have to be simetric. 

If you cut an onıon horizantal it will be ideal for mosaic work.

In this Picture you can see easily every layers colour. After a careful cut and decoration you can product beutiful mosaics. 

Step.2.MATERIALS

· Medium-density fiberboard(MDF)

· PVA glue

· Small size flat Wall brush

· A piece of wide paper

· Carbon paper

· 2B pencil

· Black marker

· Lobed brush

· 500 gr joint filling

· Black powder paint 

· Wide spatula and spoon

· Cellulose sponge

· Tile cleaner

· A bucket of water

· Duster

For Mosaic Stones: 1kg grey, 1kg dark purple, half kg green, half kg lilac, 3 dozen of light green, 1 dozen of White stone

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Step.3.Drawing the Picture on the MDF board 

Prepare a MDF board. Draw your Picture on the same dimension of paper. Copy on the MDF after putting carbon paper between them and draw the design with 2B pencils. 

Step.4. You can start the mosaic work. It’s time to put the mosaic stones on the surface. Apply  the adhesive to the surface of the board, not to the Stones.

Cover up to 15 cm in lenght with adhesive ,not all of the surface. Otherwise, your glue dries and becomes useless. When you paste the stone ,leave a few milimetres of distance between  the stone and the nevt one .For noarrow areas, cut the stone properly .So you can place the Stones without wasting only time when you apply 
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Stage 5:Make lines clear. Move across lines with felt  pen to work more comfortably  on MDF. So you can  choose lines more comfortable you need to fiil in.
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Stage.6.Apply adhesive to the edges.
Attach dark purple stonesto the board tp frame them.

If they dont come together properly ,you wıll experıence problems wıth edge coating of MDF.
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Step.7. Exhibit the motifs
Take some purple stones. In order to fill the lower part of onion in a proper way, cut the edges of it by the help of a sharp object. Before you glue it, place the stones to MDF and check if they are appropriate or not. Watch out to not mix their lines in order to make them harmonised.
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Step 8: Complete the external part

Working in tiny areas helps you to get a better work. Due to this reason, first complete the most external left part of stick. You may use stones as a whole for filling the middle part in a good way. Follow the same steps fort he rest.

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Step 9: Cover the ground and frame

Fill the ground with grey stones. It may take time to fill the gaps of small pieces. However, Stones that you divide into small pieces will provide tp fill these gaps. Finally, glue the dark purple Stones to the external part of MDF by making them properly smaller. 
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Step 10: Prepare the joint filling

Mix a trace of black powder paint with 500 gr joint filling. By adding some water, provide absorbing of water with the help of spatula or spoon. Joint filling should turn into light grey and density of it should be at the consistency of wet sand. If it is necessary, you can add some water or joint filling. 

Step 11: Suggestion of expert 

Coloring the joint filling

For different mosaic Works, you can lghten the white color by adding black powder paint. White powder seems bright, so it attracts when it is applied more. You can use grey color in many places and it does not destroy the colors of Stones. If you do not have black powder paint, you can add joint filling by adding some acrylic.


 

Step 12: Spread the joint filling

Mix the stuff by paying attention to not make it rough. 5 minutes will be enough for mixing. Pour the mixture to the middle of the mosaic and thanks to tire ricksha, provide spreading to all the Stones. Repeat this step a few times. Make it until all the blank places are filled with the stuff.
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Step 13: Clean the extra stuff

Wet the sponge in the box. Clean the surface of mosaic until it becomes clear without pressing. During cleaning, rinse the sponge very often. If the stones are not seen very bright, do not worry. Let it dry one night. Then, clean the surface with duster. If there are blank spaces, use your fingers to complete the blank spaces.
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Step 14: Completed Picture

Choosing color

Dark purple is used to exhibit onion form and provide a strong effect on external part of onion. Grey background is choosen for becoming neutral color. So, the effects of the object in the centre is rised.
